Spanish regular verbs

Regular verbs follow predictable patterns. Let's consider the present tense of a regular "ar" verb. To determine the correct forms of a verb, we start with its infinitive form. The infinitive form of the verb meaning (to walk) in Spanish is caminar.

Take off the -ar ending:

caminar - ar = camin

Now we add on one of the present tense endings:

	The Present Tense of Caminar

	Conjugation
	Translation

	(yo) camino
	I walk

	(tú) caminas
	You (informal) walk

	(él/ella/ello/uno) camina
	He/she/one walks

	(usted) camina
	You (formal) walk

	(nosotros) caminamos
	We walk

	(vosotros) camináis
	You all (informal) walk

	(ellos/ellas) caminan
	They walk

	(ustedes) caminan
	You all (formal) walk


Grammar point: In Spanish, the personal pronoun (yo, tú, etc) is used only for emphasis.

It is not normally used in everyday speech. It is important that children learn to notice that it is the verb ending that indicates the subject of the verb.
