Unit 15 Auf dem Schulweg(On the way to school)
Learning objectives:
Pupils revise the alphabet in German and continue to gain confidence in using numbers.  They learn to understand and use names for places in their local area.  They follow and give directions, and they describe their route to school.  They learn some strategies for keeping a conversation going.  Phonic focus: ch, aus, ü, a, ä, u and o. 
	Section 1 – week 1.  
Learning objectives:

Pupils identify and pronounce some of the letters of the alphabet and identify and pronounce accurately multiples of 10 up to 100.
	Resources

	KS2 Framework Objectives for the section

	Revise known questions and answers – see unit 14.

Do the alphabet military chant from unit 1 with the pupils.  The first time it is chanted at normal speed, the second time it is faster and the third time is very fast.  Have the alphabet on the board so that you can point to each letter as it is chanted.
Play Alphabet Ping-Pong where you “bat” the first letter to pupils and they “bat” back the second, and so on.

Combine revision of numbers with the alphabet by displaying an alphabet chart with each letter numbered in sequence, e.g. A=1, B=2, etc.  Ask pupils to say, for example, the letter that goes with number 15:

Welcher Buchstabe hat die Nummer 15? (Which letter is number 15?) and 
Welche Nummer hat der Buchstabe F? (Which number is letter F?)

Provide pupils with individual alphabet strips as extra support.  Play the game in pairs, with pupils choosing to say either a letter or a number and their partner giving the corresponding answer.

Give pupils a sequence of numbers that spell out a familiar word, e.g.:

8-1-12-12-15 = Hallo or 7-21-20-5-14 20-1-7 = Guten Tag.

In pairs pupils work out their own coded familiar words.  One pupil reads their coded version to the other, who writes down what they think the word is on their mini-whiteboard.  They then compare words.  Provide some pupils with a list of words to choose from.

Play Galgenmännchen (Hangman) as a class.

Revise numbers 10 to 100 (see unit 9) by counting in multiples of 10.  Play Zeigt mir (Show Me), where pupils write down on a mini-whiteboard the number that you all out.
Begin to create a class alphabet for display.  Each pupil picks a different letter and chooses 3 familiar words to write alongside it.  They add an illustration.  This can be done using bi-lingual dictionaries/word banks and ICT.

Throughout the week pupils practise the alphabet and numbers by making up more codes for others to crack.
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	Section 2 – week 2.
Learning objectives:

Pupils recognise if a statement is true or false, pick out key words when listening and identify and pronounce the names of some places in the locality.

	Display a 6x6 grid.  Label the squares on the horizontal axis with letters.  Label those on the vertical axis with numbers.  Write multiples of ten in the squares.  Cover each square with a piece of card.  Ask pupils to give the coordinates of one of these squares.  Uncover the square and pupils identify the hidden number.  Play as a team game.
Use picture flashcards to introduce pupils to a number of places in the locality, e.g.:
Der Park the park

Der Laden the shop

Der Fluß

Der Bahnhof the railway station

Die Post the post office

Die Kirche the church

Das Café the café

Die Läden the shops

Ask pupils to repeat the words at different speeds – laut (loudly), leise (quietly), schnell (quickly) or langsam (slowly).

As you say each one, place it under one of 3 headings, der/die/das/die.

Ask pupils which nouns sound like the English, i.e. der Park, die Post and das Café.  Point out that Café comes from the French.  Ask pupils why each picture is under one of 4 headings.
Play Secret Signal.  Use all the new nouns in the game.

Create 2 sets of word cards in 4 different colours for masculine, feminine, neutral and plural nouns.  Play a team game where 2 members of each team are invited to the front of the class where each pair is given a set of the text cards which are then laid out on 2 desks.  With the picture flashcards on the board under their columns, say one of the place names, or a confident pupil could do this, and whichever pair of pupils grabs the matching word card and sticks it under the correct picture gets a point for their team.  Choose 2 more pairs of pupils to replace them for the next round and the game continues.

Display a 10x10 grid.  Label the squares on the horizontal axis with letters and those on the vertical axis with numbers in multiples of 10.  In some of the squares put picture flashcards of the places and cover.  Uncover and name the places in squares suggested by pupils.  They repeat the name.

Ask pupils to close their eyes while you cover one of the squares.  Pupils open their eyes and suggest the place name.

Use the grid again and give pupils a coordinate, e.g. A, 2.  They name the place. Then individual pupils say a place and you say the coordinate. 

Make some statements about the grid, e.g. die Post ist im Viereck B, 30 (The post office is in square B, 30).  Pupils reply with richtig if it is true and falsch if it is false.  Ask some pupils to lead this activity, then go on to do it in pairs.

Make a false statement about the grid.  Pupils identify that the statement is false.  Ask what could be changed in the statement to make it true.  (Pupils may choose to change the place or the coordinate).  Ask individuals to repeat the statement but, this time, changing an element to make it true.  Repeat the activity with different sentences.
Give pupils the opportunity to extend their reply, e.g. to Nein, der Bahnhof ist im Viereck B, 30.  

Battleships could be played in pairs.  Pupils prepare their own grids with places in some of the squares.  They then take it in turns to say a coordinate, in order to find a particular place, e.g. Viereck C, 20, and their partner either replies Nein, tut mir leid (No, I’m sorry) or says e.g. Ja, der Laden ist im Viereck C, 2).

You could also find a map of the locality using an internet street finder.  Place the school on the map and save the screen onto an interactive whiteboard file.  Ask pupils to suggest other places to be found in different streets.  Bi-lingual dictionaries could be used.

The Battleships activity would work well during a videoconference with a partner school.

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	Section 3 – week 3.
Learning objectives:

Pupils pick out key words when listening to a short text, read and understand a selection of sentences on a familiar topic, use strategies to aid memorization and identify similarities and differences in journeys to school.
	Resources

	Show pupils film clip showing places in a German town.
Revise places in a town from previous section with Lippenlesen (Read my lips).  Mouth the places and see if pupils can guess what you are saying.

Using mime, introduce rechts, geradeaus and links (right, straight ahead and left).

Invite pupils to stand up and turn according to your instructions.  This may be done in the hall or a large space.

Play the game again with pupils playing the part of the teacher.
Display a simple map with appropriate picture flashcards showing a real or imagined journey to school.  Point to the various parts of the map as you go through the journey:

Wenn ich zur Schule gehe, gehe ich nach rechts.  Ich sehe die Kirche and die Läden.  Fünf Minuten später sehe ich den Bahnhof.  Danach gehe ich nach links und ich sehe das Café.  Ich gehe über den Fußgängerüberweg.  Dann bin ich in der Schule.

(When I go to school, I go to the right.  I see the church and the shops.  Five minutes later I see the railway station.  After that I go to the left and I see the café.  I cross at the pedestrian crossing.  Finally I arrive at school). 

Give pupils in pairs mini picture flashcards of the 6 places included in the description in the journey to school.  Cover up the map and re-read the description of the journey.  Pupils sequence pictures.  Ask pupils how they worked out the meanings of new vocabulary, e.g.  Fußgängerüberweg.  You may want to break the words into parts – Fuß-gänger-über-weg.  Discuss the use of compound nouns in German.  Show pupils some other compound nouns, e.g. Kindergarten, Schwarzwälderkirschtorte (Black Forest Gâteau), and explain how these are formed.  
Display a short sentence about a journey to school, e.g. Wenn ich zur Schule gehe, sehe ich das Café und den Park.  Invite pupils to come to the front and select appropriate picture flashcards to add to each part of the sentence.  Chorus the sentence as a class.  Repeat with new sentences.

Give each table group a similar sentence.  They match appropriate mini picture flashcards to the sentence and read the sentence together.
Invite confident pupils to read one their sentences to the class.

Show pupils one of the sentences and they chorus it.  Show appropriate picture flashcards (but one of which does not match the corresponding part of the sentences).  Ask pupils to identify the mistake and ask a volunteer to re-read the sentence, correcting the text to match the pictures.  Repeat with new sentences.

When nouns are the subject of the sentence, they are as follows, e.g.:

Der Bahnhof - masculine

Die Kirche - feminine

Das Café - neutral

Die Läden - plural

but when they are the object of the sentence the only one that changes is the masculine one.  Der becomes den, e.g.

den Bahnhof.
You use ich gehe when talking about going on foot.  Ich fahre is used for travelling by car, bus, etc. (See unit 7)

Pupils could each do a picture of a place in the town and write the German next to it.
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	Section 4 – week 4.
Learning objectives:
Pupils create oral sentences using picture prompts, understand language that includes unfamiliar phrases and write words, phrases and sentences using a model.
	Resources
	Notes (including phonic focus and daily activities)
	KS2 Framework Objectives for the section

	Model the description of a journey to school again.  Give each pupil a text card with part of the description, e.g. Fünf Minuten, Dann bin ich, etc., so that every pupil has something different on their card.  Call out one of the 6 sentences from the description and pupils who have those words come to the front of the class and arrange themselves in the right order.  The class read out the sentence.

Select one of the pupils to return to their seat, so that their text card is no longer visible.  The class re-read the sentence and fill in the missing word(s).  Repeat the activity until all of the pupils are sitting down.

Discuss with pupils how useful they found the above activity for memorizing language.  Ask them to suggest other ideas.

Play Pass the Sentence Parcel.  Cut up some phrases and sentences from the school journey text and put them in a bag.  Ensure that one of the sentences starts with the phrase Wenn ich zur Schule gehe, sehe ich…Pupils pass the bag around as you play some German music.  When the music stops, the pupil holding the bag pulls out a phrase or sentence and comes to the front to stick it on the board.  Pupils try to arrange the cards so that a meaningful text is eventually revealed.  The class read the completed text aloud.

Pupils work in pairs with mini picture flashcards of the places.  One pupil chooses 2 symbols and the other builds a sentence, e.g Wenn ich zur Schule gehe, sehe ich einen Bahnhof und eine Kirche.  Some pupils may benefit from having a copy of the first part of the sentence as a prompt.
As in the previous section show pupils one of the sentences and appropriate picture flashcards (but one of which does not match the corresponding part of the sentence), but this time the pupils write the sentence down and correct the written word.

Ask confident pupils to read their sentences to the class.  In groups, using these sentences as models, pupils write a new sentence of their own on mini-whiteboards.  Invite pupils to read their sentences aloud.


	
	Display work could be done with pupils writing a sentence that gives places they see on their way to school – Wenn ich… – and illustrating it.

	Section 5 – week 5.
Learning objectives:

Pupils understand the importance of good communication skills and apply this in a role-play situation and know how to ask for repetition and clarification.
	Resources
	Notes (including phonic focus and daily activities)
	KS2 Framework Objectives for the section

	Use another simple map to describe a journey to school, e.g.
Ich gehe nach rechts und es gibt einen Laden.  Ich gehe immer geradeaus.  Ich sehe einen Park. (I turn right and there is a shop.  I continue straight ahead.  I see a park).
Ask pupils to tell you in English which directions are given.

Practise rechts, geradeaus and links as before by inviting pupils to stand up and turn according to your instructions.

Display words and phrases, from the description in section 2 and the one in this section, to help pupils build and write simple descriptions of their journey to school.  Model this, taking suggestions from pupils.

Remove the display of words and phrases and play The Missing Phoneme game as a team game.  Put a selection of word cards from the unit on the board which have letters missing, e.g. die Kir…e (Kirche), re…ts (rechts), l…ks (links) and gerade…(aus).  Say each word and pupils supply the missing letters.

Put the display of words and phrases back on the board, and ask pupils to write one, two or three sentences on their whiteboards, using the support on the board, to describe their journey to school.  Ask for volunteers to read out 

their sentence(s).  Then ask a confident pupil, who has written 3 sentences, to read out them out in both German and English. 

Pupils discuss the clarity of both descriptions.  Elicit from them the importance of clarity when giving information.  Draw attention to the fact that, although the German description was very simple, meaning was still conveyed.  The class consider the communication skills, including non-verbal skills, they would need to describe their journey to school to a non-native speaker of English, e.g. slow and careful speech, use of intonation and gesture.  Invite a volunteer to model how they would describe their journey to school to a non-native English speaker.

Ask pupils to all say together a well-known phrase, e.g. Ich heiße...Say the phrase Langsamer, bitte with lots of expression.  Can pupils understand what you mean?  Practise saying the phrase as a whole class.  Ask pupils what else they can do if they don’t understand what someone is saying.  Teach them:
Ich verstehe nicht (|I don’t understand)

and:

Wiederholen Sie, bitte (repeat please )

(When speaking to an older person or someone you don’t know).
Wiederhole, bitte (repeat please )

(When speaking to a friend, a member of your family or a younger person)

Pupils can devise a gesture and use a facial expression to help them to remember the phrases.

Ask pupils to create a role play in pairs, where one of them describes their journey to school in German, and the other asks for repetition or clarification.

Pairs of pupils could also create role plays in which they ask known questions of each other and provide information about themselves in reply.  The role-plays include asking for something to be repeated and saying that they don’t understand.

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	Section 6 – week 6.
Learning objectives:

Pupils combine their language and communication skills to create a short presentation of their journey to school.  They also constructively evaluate other pupils’ work and appreciate feedback.

	Revise modes of transport by singing Wie kommst du zur Schule? (see unit 7, section 1). 

Revise with pupils the question:

Wie kommst du zur Schule?

Answers:

Ich fahre mit dem Bus/dem Auto/dem Fahrrad

Ich gehe zu Fuß (see unit 7)

Explain to pupils that they can use these phrases to add sentences to their text about their journey to school.
Pupils create a written presentation about a journey to school indicating what time they leave (with a time on the hour – see unit 12), and showing some key points of interest.  They create an audio file to narrate their journey and match the audio narration with appropriate images.

Some pupils will benefit from adult support and a prepared bank of appropriate images from which to choose.

Some pupils can work with greater independence and use a bi-lingual dictionary to find out names of other places in the local area.

The class agrees on a set of criteria on which their presentations will be evaluated, e.g. clarity of narration, appropriateness of images, how easy the description is to follow, etc.
