	Revise nouns and actions
Highlight prince ‘r’ sound and practise with tongue twister “Trois tortues…” which has nouns, verb, preposition, adverb and adjective to point out too.

(Scroll down to French tongue twisters on right)

Introduce 2 adjectives from story/song and revise colour. “green” with picture flashcards/actions. Use a known masculine noun to use “green” with.
Le prince est charmant/la belle est charmante/le sort est méchant/la fée est méchante/le crayon est vert/la haie d’épines est verte
Ask why ‘charmant’ and ‘charmante’.
Put text cards of above sentences on board, say and get pupils to repeat.  Get pupils to identify the noun, verb and adjective in each sentence.

Game where you write down a sentence on paper.  Pupils have to guess which one you have written.
