	· Tell pupils they will learning a poem by a famous Chilean poet and show first slide of power point.
· Ask questions in English about poet – name, D.O.B. and place, D.O.D and place, occupation, award won, and ask pupils why was it fairly easy to reply, i.e. cognates.
· Ask pupils then to explain the titles, e.g. nacimiento – birth
· Show second slide and tell pupils the poem they will be learning about is part of a series of poems Pablo Neruda wrote about ‘amor’, i.e. love, which some pupils may suggest as the meaning, and that it likens the ups and downs of love to the forces of nature.
· Introduce the 7 key nouns linked to ‘nature’ with picture flashcards with choral repetition – whole class/groups/different tones of voice, etc. – drawing attention to el, los, la and las sounds for ‘the’ in Spanish.
· Ask pupils to mime actions for each picture, which they do when words are called out.  
· Play a team picture flashcard game, e.g. guessing/miming game.

	· Revise new nouns with teacher v class game.  If teacher says noun that matches picture pupils repeat.; if not, pupils remain silent.  Points awarded accordingly.

· Give half the class a picture flashcard and half word cards.  Call out a word and ask pupils to hold up picture/word card. Pupils with the picture and Word cards have to go and stand next to each other
· Place large word cards on board and ask for comments on, e.g. nouns previously learnt before starting the poem work, e.g. el viento, ones that have similarities with English, gender, singular, plural forms.

· Table groups match up pictures and words in set time.

· Play ‘fly swat’ team game with word cards on board in random order.  A pupil calls out a word, and team members at the board see who taps the word first.

	· Place new word cards on board, one under the other, and tell pupils they will be using dictionaries to find out their meaning in English.
· Give dictionaries to pupils in pairs and mini whiteboards , and give a set time for them look up the words in the Spanish section of the dictionaries.  Ask pupils in their pair to look up 4 words each.

· When the time is up, volunteers to come to the board to write the English word next to each Spanish word card.

· In groups, pupils then sort the words into different categories of their own choosing. Each group then feeds back and explains their reasons for the categories they have chosen.

	· Say each new noun, in random order, whilst showing word card, and pupils do an action to show if it is a ‘nature’ word or a ‘love’ word.

· Give each pair of pupils the poem in 7 strips (each containing 2 lines).  Tell pupils they will be hearing the poem for the first time in its entirety, and will be required to put the strips in the order in which they hear them.  

· Read each of the 7 sections (2 lines in each) of the poem or play sound files from power point without words, and pupils put the strips in the order they hear them.

· Place the large strips on the board in order for pairs of pupils to check if they have theirs in the correct order.

· Ask pupils questions about each of the 7 strips, e.g. to say a word they recognise/do not recognise, to find the body parts ‘hands’ (manos) and ‘tongue’ (lengua), to find a colour describing a noun, i.e. pañuelos blancos.
· Show the poem part of the original power point, clicking the sound files after the words are shown.  Pupils in pairs follow, reading the copy of the poem they have sorted.

	· On the board, write: El pañuelo blanco de adiós.
 (The white handkerchief (used to say) of goodbye. NB translations cannot often be literal.
· Draw attention to colour following the noun in Spanish and ‘agreeing’ with it.

· Tell pupils they are going to create their own poetic phrase using colours, months or seasons.  Write an example on the board, e.g.:

El sol amarillo de julio. (The yellow sun of July.)
· Revise colours with soft ball – throwing ball to a pupil and saying a colour in either Spanish or English to translate.  If required, give a choice of answer.

· Revise months with, e.g. repetition in different voices, you saying 2 months in order and a specific group saying the next one, etc.

· Revise seasons with 4 picture flashcards on the board.  Say each season and pupils repeat.  Ask pupils which season is in the poem, i.e. ‘el verano’.  Say a month, e.g. ‘abril’ and ask: ¿Es en verano – sí o no?  Pupils put thumb up or down.  Then write the first letter of the month under the correct season for chanting at end when all letters filled in.

	· Put the phrase on the board again from previous lesson:
El sol amarillo de julio

(The yellow sun of July)

Add another example to the board:

La nieve blanca de invierno

(The white snow of winter)

· Draw notice to ‘snow’ being a feminine noun and ‘white’ having to ‘agree’ with it.

· Use dictionaries /own word banks to look up a noun they want to include and give out mini whiteboards for them to write their phrase/phrases.

· Have colours, months and seasons displayed for support.

· After a set time, pupils read out their phrase/phrases.

· Pupils copy their phrase/phrases onto paper and illustrate with colour for display.

· Pupils learn a verse each and prepare a presentation at an assembley.
