	¿Qué hora es? What time is it?

Es la una  It is one o’clock

Son las dos It is two o’clock

Son las doce It is twelve o’clock

Es mediodía It is midday.

(med-ee-oh-DEE-ah)

Es medianoche  It is midnight.
(med-ee-ah-naugh-chay*)

*ch as in ch in English word church


	Use soft ball to revise a few known questions and answers from previous learning in every lesson.

Say to class: ¿Qué hora es? Pointing to watch or clock and ask pupils what you have asked.

Revise numbers 1-12 in Spanish with ‘doce’ game (which is like ‘21’). Pupils stand, and teacher throws soft ball to a named pupils and says uno or uno, dos or uno, dos, tres.  The pupil throws the ball to another pupil saying cuatro, cuatro, cinco or cuatro, cinco, seis.  This carries on until a pupil is forced to say ‘doce’, which means he/she is out.

Hold up a large clock, put hands to one o’clock and say: Es la una and pupils repeat.  Next, two o’clock - Son las dos - in the same way, and carry on up to ‘Son las doce’.

Draw notice to 1 o’clock  being ‘Es la una’ and the other times on the hour being ‘Son las...’, e.g. 4 o’clock is ‘Son las cuatro’.  Ask pupils why.
Play ¿Qué hora es? team guessing game, by selecting a time on the hour on the big clock, concealed from the pupils.  Ask the question and pupils have to guess the time.

Give pairs of pupils mini clocks.  They take turns to ask and say the time.
