	Revise time on the hour with power point – up to slide 15 – that shows pupils the time on the hour in written form.

Introduce the time half past the hour with large clock as for on the hour in previous lesson, then give pupils mini clocks.  Say a time on the half hour, pupils show the time on their clocks and hold up.  Introduce the time quarter past the hour, followed by quarter to the hour, again with the large clock and mini clocks. Show above power point from slide 16 onwards.

Give pairs of pupil the sheet in Resources’ section, cut-up, and they match up the clocks with the times in figures and words.
Introduce song about the time – 1,2,3 ¿Qué hora es? from You Tube.

Show each slide of song power point or give out word sheets as song plays from link.

There are a few unknown words which are explained on the sheet.
