	Revise known verbs in present tense from yr 3, yr 4 and yr 5 units by placing picture flashcards on the board and modelling a role play with another pupil.  Pupil says: ¿Qué haces? Teacher says, e.g.: Bailo and does an action. Another pupil is asked to come and point to the accompanying picture. Draw pupils’ attention to the ‘o’ sound at the end of each verb.  Show and say word cards of the verbs in the present tense, and pupils place them under the correct picture.

Remove the present tense word cards, and tell pupils they will now be learning how to say the activities they did yesterday.

Model:  Ayer bailé and touch picture.  Continue with the rest of the verbs in the past tense (the preterite tense), and ask pupils to tell you what sounds they now hear at the end of each verb, i.e. ‘eh’ and ‘ee’. Show and say word cards of the verbs in the past tense, and pupils place them under picture.

Say present and past verbs in random order and pupils do new actions for present and past to show they have heard the verb in the correct tense.

Give out blank copies of a timetable and model questions and answers with a puppet: (Teacher) ¿Qué hicicste ayer durante el recreo?/¿Qué hicicste durante la hora de  comida?/ ¿Qué hicicste el viernes a las nueve?  (Puppet): Bebí agua/estudié el inglés, etc.
Soft ball used to ask pupils the new questions.
