	Revise work from previous lesson by asking groups of pupils to come to the front, each pupil with a word card that will make a sentence, e.g. El lunes/una manzana/durante el recreo/comí

(El lunes durante el recreo comí una manzana).

Tell pupils they will be writing a diary for a past week, based on the blank time table, which is displayed on whiteboard.

Give each pupil a diary template, where they write in a past date for each day of week in the space provided, e.g. for ‘lunes’ el 8 de diciembre de 2015, for ‘martes’ el 9 de diciembre de 2015, etc.

Give out the help sheet and go through all vocabulary.

Pupils write their diary entries in Spanish using appropriate support depending on ability, e.g. pictures/words from the unit on the board, the help sheet, bi-lingual dictionaries, word and phrase booklet, etc.

	The syllable with an ‘accent’ is stressed, e.g. estudié (es-too-dee-EH)
