	Activity ideas:
Give weather phrases and introduce “hava yağmurlu”, “hava karlı”…• Teach children making adjectives out of a noun with a suffix –lı. Remind them about  different word groups: adj, adverb, nouns, verbs. Give examples. hızlı araba/hızlı git * Play “Hava nasıl? game.  Teach children the body action for each type of weather. Play the game with native Turkish speaking children first. Then play it with the whole class. If the child does the wrong action he/she stays out of the game. Continue the game to select the winner. Each child makes or is given a set of cards with seasons and weather symbols on. On the instruction “kışın hava soğuk”, yazın hava sıcak” , for example, they find the correct card and hold it in the air.* •Give the names of the months and invite two children to the front. Attach weather pictures or flashcards to the board within easy reach. Call out a weather phrase and children race to see who can touch the correct picture first. The winner stays at the board to have another turn. •Where appropriate, allow some children to play these games in pairs for extra support.* Give the pronunciation and meaning of months to children. Divide the class in 5 groups. Then children are given a set of cards with the names of the months with the previous seasons’ cards. Ask them to match the months with seasons. The teacher goes around and asks the children in the group “En çok hangi mevsimi/ayı seversin?”Teacher listens to the answers and corrects the pronunciation.•The teacher repeats the same for the days of the week. Display a map of Turkey on the board with different weather symbols and temperatures on it. Point out İstanbul, Ankara, İzmir on an outline map of Turkey and pronounce the cities’ names. Ask children to say the weather phrase and the temperatures that show on the cities. Then ask the children “İstanbul’da hava kışın kaç derece?” Let them use eksi (minus) with the numbers • Extension: Children make up a rap or song using the place names and weather phrases.

•Picture flashcards of weather•Mini-picture cards with weather symbols•Large outline maps of Turkey with weather symbols•Counting stick or number line•Numbered tiles, balls or flashcards up to 40•Pictures of hot and cold places labelled with the symbol of a thermometer •Thermometer on interactive whiteboard•Phrases or sentences cut into strips•Jumbled sentences on card or strips of paper•Word cards for days of the week, months and seasons.

Learning outcomes:

 Most children will: understand and say weather phrases; respond appropriately when asked the days and seasons; use the new language in a short presentation 

Some children will not have made so much progress and will: understand and say the days of the week and weather phrases when prompted; need prompting to recall vocabulary and structures 

Some children will have progressed further and will: initiate conversations when working in pairs or groups; cope with retrieving information from extended descriptions; take part in a presentation using mainly memorised language
