	Activity ideas: 


Display a world map where continents are clearly outlined. Point to each continent and introduce its name, ie Avrupa (Europe), Afrika (Africa), Güney Amerika (South America),Kuzey Amerika (North America),Asya (Asia), Avusturalya (Australia), Antartika (Antarctica). Repeat names quickly/slowly/loudly/quietly to practise pronunciation. •Display outline shapes of each continent. Ask the class to look at the world map and see if they can identify the individual shape of each continent. Encourage children to give answers in Turkish. Divide the class into two teams to play Dokun-Kazan (Touch-Win). One child from each team comes to the front. Call out a continent and the first child to touch the correct outline wins a point for their team. *Before displaying the names of each continent on the board, give children the opportunity to have a go at writing them independently. Display the words on the board. How accurate were children’s first attempts at spelling these words? Discuss similarities and differences in pronunciation between English and Turkish. Ask children if they can give the names of the Turkish speaking countries (Azerbaycan, Kazakistan, Kırgızistan, Özbekistan, Türkmenistan, Kuzey Kıbrıs) Display the names of the countries on the board and give globes to the groups (divide the class into 5 groups) and ask them to search for these countries on the globes. •Explain to the children that the focus of this unit will be the colours of different earth shapes. e.g.Blue for oceans and seas, yellow for deserts (Büyük Sahra Çölü) , green for forests (Amazon Ormanı), brown for mountains (Himelaya Dağları).  Can they name the ocean that surrounds England? Display the names of a selection of oceans and seas and model pronunciation. Children repeat. Atlas Okyanusu (Atlantic Ocean), Büyük Okyanus (Pacific Ocean), Hint Okyanusu,Arktic Okyanusu(Arctic Ocean)  Akdeniz(Mediterranian Sea) , Karadeniz (Black Sea), Marmara Denizi(Marmara Sea) Ask children why the word is sometimes “okyanus” sometimes “okyanusu”. Listen to their answers and give the info about  “compound nouns” in Turkish e.g. Hava + sıcaklık = hava sıcaklığı (the weather temperature) ; Marmara + deniz= Marmara Denizi (Marmara Sea) ; Dünya + harita= Dünya haritası (world map)* Ask children if they can write the continents’ names with adding “kıtası” word to the continent name e.g. Asya kıtası, Avrupa kıtası….encourage them to write from memory on their mini-whiteboards.•Extension: Children label a map of the world, writing the names of the continents and oceans from memory•Ask children where the Big Sahara Desert is. (Büyük Sahra çölü nerede?) Display the sentence Büyük Sahra Çölü Afrika’dadır. (The Big Sahara Desert is in Africa) and read it aloud. Ensure that children are clear about the meaning of this sentence. Draw attention to noun compound. Display the answers to other questions, eg Himalaya Dağları Asya’dadır. (The Himalayas are in Asia.) Amazon Ormanı Güney Amerika’dadır.(The Amazon Forest is in South America. ) •Invite a few children to come to the front to make a human sentence using large individual word cards, eg Amazon Ormanı Güney Amerika’dadır. Ask volunteers to read the sentence aloud. 

Continue building human sentences with different oceans, seas, mountains and continents. Alternatively, children continue this activity by building sentences with word cards in pairs or small groups.•Play Pelmanism. Write the names of the biggest desert, mountain,ocean,sea,forest and continent on individual cards. You will need to ensure that there are enough ‘continent cards’ for each geographical shape. Colour-code the cards, eg blue for rivers and green for forests. Place the cards face down on the board. The first child comes to the board and turns over a geo. shape card and a continent card. The class build a sentence using the two cards. If the geo shape and continent do not match, the cards are replaced. If they do match, the child keeps the cards. Continue the game until all the pairs have been found. Confident children may prefer to build the sentence without the support of the whole class.•Divide the class into 6 groups and give each group a copy of a continent map where the specific geo shapes are clearly outlined. Show them how to write a label that links a continent with the appropriate mountain etc.Children in the group write their own labels and then share their maps with other groups.

•Extension: Provide children with a list of different geo shapes, one for each continent. Children research the location of each geo. shape and label each continent accordingly.*Explain to children that they are going to be looking at a text about the geo. features and climate in each continent. Display the flash cards of the climates. (Karasal, Muson, Çöl, Akdeniz, Ekvatoral, Denizel). Children will be reminded about the weather conditions.(e.g. yağmurlu, karlı, güneşli, bulutlu, sıcak, soğuk, ılık). Text (see ‘Kıtaların Yer Şekilleri ve İklimi) and read it aloud. Stop at various points and ask them to point out where you are in the text. 

•Ask children to name the main geo. features that occurred in the text. Invite a child to come to the board to underline the names.•Give out text cards and the continent names and ask children to match the text cards with the continent names.•Children read their texts aloud to each other. Encourage them to comment constructively on each other’s reading and pronunciation. As a class, establish the correct matching. •Ask children to write a paragraph about their dream continent with geo. features and climate. Children may work in pairs, using the model above to scaffold their writing. Some children may wish to work alone with an individual writing frame based on the model above. Remind them  to imagine four seasons in that continent and also in their writing they should have a variety of different landscapes and include a variety of weather conditions.•At the end of  the session, ask children to read out their work.

READING TEXT   “KITALARIN YER ŞEKİLLERİ VE İKLİMİ”

Avrupa Kıtası :Orta ve Doğu Avrupa’da  karasal iklim koşulları hüküm sürer. Bu iklim özellikle Macaristan, Avusturya, İsveç ve Çek Cumhuriyeti gibi ülkeleri etkiler. Avrupa’nın güney kesimi ise, Akdeniz kıyısında bulunduğu için Akdeniz ikliminin etkisi altındadır.

Asya Kıtası: Kıtada Akdeniz, muson, karasal ve çöl iklimleri görülür. Kış mevsiminde Dünya’nın en soğuk yerleri kıtadaki Sibirya’dır. Kıtada yaz ve kış mevsimi arasındaki sıcaklık farkı fazladır. Güneydoğu Asya’nın bitki örtüsü oldukça gür ormanlardır.

Afrika Kıtası: Kıtanın orta kısmında ekvatoral iklim görülür. Kıyılarda ise denizel iklim görülür. Özellikle kıtanın kuzeyinde büyük bir alanda çöl iklimi görülür. Dünya’nın en büyük çölü olan Büyük Sahra burada yer alır. Bu bölge çok az yağış alır. Kıtanın en büyük sorunu erozyondur(toprak kaymasıdır).
Amerika Kıtası: Amerika kıtalarında yeryüzünde bulunan bütün (muson hariç) iklimler görülür.

Okyanusya Kıtası: Ülkenin batı ve orta kesimi çöllerle kaplıdır. Bu nedenle çok sıcaktır.

Antartika Kıtası: Güney Kutbu çevresinde yer alan kıtanın % 95’i buzullarla kaplıdır. Bu nedenle hava çok soğuktur. Kıtada yüksekliği fazla olan bazı dağlar bulunur.
