Learning objectives

Pupils will understand about linguistic diversity in their class and that German is spoken in Germany, as well as elsewhere, greet each other, reply to questions about name, how they are and age, present members of their family, understand and use nos. 1-10 and be familiar with the phoneme sound au and ch and the alphabet in German.
	Section 1 – week 1.  
Learning objectives:

Pupils will understand about linguistic diversity in their class and that German is spoken in Germany, as well as elsewhere, greet each other and ask and respond to the question How are you?

	Discussion about languages spoken in the class and any facts known about German/Germany.

Intro to:

Guten Tag!  Hallo!

Shake hands around the class.  Throw ball to individual pupils:

Teacher:  Guten Tag Maria.

Pupil:  Guten Tag Herr/Frau ...

Intro to:

Guten Morgen!  Guten Abend!  Gute Nacht!

Intro to:

Wie geht’s?

asking pupils to repeat normally, in different voices and at different speeds.

Thumb up to teach:

Gut, danke.  Und dir?

Pupils go around the class greeting each other and asking how they are.

At the end of the lesson say:

Auf Wiedersehen.

	Use praise words – gut, sehr gut, ganz gut, ausgezeichnet, prima, nicht schlecht, viel besser, gut gemacht, wunderbar, super. 
Nouns in German are either masculine, feminine or neutral and start with a capital letter.  

Note:  The odd  one out is Gute 

Nacht as “night” is a feminine noun.

Do the register in German by saying Guten Morgen/Tag to each child.  They say the same back with Frau/Herr …
Langsam (lang-zam) – slow, langsamer (lang-zamer) – slower, schnell (sh-nell) – fast, schneller (sh-nell-err) – faster
The au is pronounced like ow (as in if you have hurt yourself).  The w is pronounced vee.
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	Section 2 – week 2.
Learning objectives:

Pupils will consolidate what they learnt in section 1, learn more responses to the question How are you? and participate in games, songs and simple role plays.

	Revise the greetings and pupils who know a greeting in another language can greet the class.
Flashcard guessing game.  Pupils have to guess the flashcard the teacher is holding.  The pupil who guesses correctly then takes over from the teacher.
Revise Wie geht’s? and intro to:

Thumb down: Nicht so gut.

Hand moving side to side:

Es geht.

Mini card game.  Half the class are given a mini card with either a smiley, sad or neutral face.  All the pupils circulate around the room and the object of the exercise is for the pupils who do not have a card to get one.  In order to do so they have to say Wie geht’s? to a pupil who has a card.  That pupil will answer according to the face on their card.  

Revise Auf Wiedersehen and intro to:

Tschüs.

Disguised voice game.  Choose a pupil to sit on a chair with their back to the class.  Pick another pupil to stand at the back of the class and say Auf Wiedersehen in a silly voice.  If the pupil on the chair guesses correctly who it is, they win a point for their team. 

Use puppets for role play to practise greetings, how are you and goodbye.  Invite 2 pupils to the front of the class and give them each a puppet, and say they have just met each other and want to have a conversation.  Tell 1st pupil (holding their puppet) it is morning time and to greet the other pupil (also holding their puppet).  Tell 2nd pupil to reply back with the same greeting.  Next, 1st pupil has to ask 2nd pupil how they are and so on.

	Do song on Start German with a Song pg 6 in morning registration.
Throw ball to individual
pupils and ask Wie geht’s?

This gets their attention and involves pupils of all abilities.
Auf Wiedersehen = goodbye and Tschüs =’ bye.  The dots over the u is an accent called an Umlaut and changes the sound, e.g. gut = oo sound as in moon and tschüs = u sound as in lure.
Using puppets for role play increases pupils’ confidence and builds up conversational skills.  Do role plays at any point in a unit to consolidate questions and answers they have learnt – either with all pupils working in pairs or inviting pupils up to the front of the class in pairs.

Learning objectives:

Pupils will revise How are you?, learn to say their name in German and join in with songs and games.

	Revise Wie geht’s?

Intro to:

Ich heiße + name.

Discussion about names heard on film – familiar/unfamiliar?

Write the names heard in the film and say:

Ich heiße …Pupils point to the name you have said.  Can be done as a team game.

Pupils walk around the class greeting each other and saying Ich heiße…

	Sing the Hallo wie geht’s? song when you can during the week.
ß is double s.  It is used after long vowels.  ss is used after short vowels.

Ich is pronounced Eee-h (as in the first h of huge in English).  Have slight smile and breathe out.

	Intro to:

Wie heißt du?

The Police game – done as a team game.  2 pupils from each team leave the room, and when they come back in they have to find, by asking the new question, the pupil who answers to, for example, the previously agreed name Mickey Mouse.  Everyone else can say they are, for instance, Batman, Victoria Beckham, etc.   

Puppet role play as in section 2, but this time following the greeting with the question and answer about name:

Pupil 1:  Guten Abend

Pupil 2:  Guten Abend

Pupil 1:  Wie heißt du?

Pupil 2:   Ich heiße Max.  Und du?

Pupil 1:   Ich heiße Anna.  Wie geht’s?

Pupil 2:   Gut, danke.  Und dir?

Pupil 1:   Es geht.  Auf Wiedersehen.

Pupil 2:   Auf Wiedersehen. 
Simpson family flashcards.  Teacher takes on the role of one of the characters and lists the family members, for instance, Ich heiße Lisa.  Das ist mein Bruder, mein Vater, meine Schwester, meine Mutter.

Show the written form of the nouns and discuss similarities/differences with English.

	The pupils being asked Wie heißt du? must reply in a full sentence – Ich heiße …

Have a different pair of pupils every week come to the front of the class and perform a role play in German.
And you? (uhnd do).

And you? (uhnd deer).
It is only when enquiring about how someone is feeling that you say “Und dir?”
Mein (mine) – masculine

Meine (my-na)) – feminine.

	Intro to:
Wie alt bist du?

Have 2 puppets and enact a role play with one asking the question and the other answering with Ich bin 7/8 Jahre alt.  Ask the pupils to guess what has been asked.

Word ping pong.  Teacher says wie, class says alt, etc.

Model  Ich bin 7/8 Jahre alt.  Pupils practise in pairs.  Draw their attention to the fact that they are saying 5 words.
Puppet role play can now be extended to include the question and answer about age.

Play Start Again.
Introduction to the alphabet in German.
Start with the vowels – a e i o u

Die Vokale

Have the vowels on the board and point to each as each is sung the German way.

After the rap is played a couple of times, give each pupil a letter card and ask them to hold it up when they hear their letter.

Tell pupils they will now be learning the consonants too
as part of the whole alphabet.  Have the alphabet displayed – just the letters.
Ask a pupil their name with: Wie heißt du?  As the pupil replies: Ich heiße…write their name on the board, e.g. Jack and say:

Wie schreibt man das? (How do you write that?)

Model the answer:

Man schreibt das – J – a – c – k
