Unit 3 Wir feiern! (Celebrations)
Learning Objectives

Pupils will learn about celebrating a birthday and achievements in an activity.  They will also learn to say the month of their birthday, ask when another person’s birthday is, learn numbers 21-31 and the days of the week in German, and be familiar with the phoneme sound ä and sh.
	Section 1 – week 1.
Learning objectives:
Pupils will learn how to say what they are good/not good at.

	Class discussion about what pupils think they are good at in and out of school and the teacher introduces some activities in German with flashcards:
Ich kann gut schwimmen/lesen/tanzen/singen/Fußball spielen.

(I am good at swimming/reading/dancing/singing/playing football).

Invite pupils to do actions to go with the verbs and they repeat after you with actions.

You can have the 5 sentences written on card and cut up.  Pupils in pairs can reassemble as the teacher says each sentence in German.

Intro to:

Kannst du gut lesen? (Are you good at reading?) with ja/nein (yes/no) answer to begin with.  Then some pupils will be able to make a full sentence – Ja, ich kann gut lesen. (Yes, I am good at reading).
Nicht can be introduced, so that pupils can say – Nein, ich kann nicht gut lesen.

(No, I am not good at reading).
Extension:  Was kannst du gut machen?

Pupils will learn to sing Happy Birthday in German, learn the months of the year and say the month of their birthday.

	Show film clip of a German birthday celebration.
Teach Zum Geburtstag viel Glück 
(Happy Birthday song) – sung to the tune of the English version.

Alles Gute zum Geburtstag
Intro to:

Months of the year with actions – Januar shivering, Februar hand on heart, März eating Easter eggs, April rain, Mai lambs bleating, Juni flower growing, Juli sun, August sunbathing, September wind, Oktober scary face, November firework, Dezember opening presents.

The teacher says the month and pupils do the action and vice versa.
Have word flashcards of the months and put them on the board in order as you say them.  Ask the pupils to say the months that are cognates, i.e. April, August September, November.

Draw pupils’ attention the way the letter j is pronounced in German, i.e. like a y in English.  Also point out the Umlaut in März and ask them how they think it would be pronounced without the Umlaut.

Play Secret Signal with the months.

Say the months again and group children into birthday months.  Each birthday group practises saying their month by chanting it softly.  Ask each group to sit down/stand up as you call out their month.
Model the phrase Mein Geburtstag ist im Januar (My birthday is in January), pointing at yourself. Pupils repeat.  Each birthday group then uses the phrase to chorus Mein Geburtstag ist im …

Pupils will learn how to ask someone when their birthday is and play known party games in German.  They will also learn numbers 21-31.

	Revise birthday months with flashcard guessing game and Mein Geburtstag ist im …

Intro to:

Wann hast du Geburtstag? (When is your birthday?).  Model the question and answer with puppets.  Get pupils to chorus the question – in different voices and speeds - and then to practise the question and answer in pairs.  Throw ball to individual pupils and ask the question.
Puppet role play can now extend to include greeting, name, how are you, age, when is your birthday, what are you good at, favourite game and goodbye.

Intro to:

Herzlichen Glückwunsch zum Geburtstag (Best wishes on your birthday).

Intro to:

Party games in German by revising phrases from section 1, e.g. Ich kann gut singen.  Play Musical Statues.  Call out a sentence, play some music, and when it stops the children freeze as a statue to show the verb.

Play Stations and Pass the Parcel with the phrases.

Play Hans sagt with additional instructions:

Spielt Fußball (play football)

Tanzt (dance)

Singt (sing)

Lest (read)

Schwimmt (swim)
Introduce numbers 21-31 with number flashcards and choral repetition, silly voices and a game.  Pupils will not be required to write the numbers in words, but they should know them in the other skills – listening and speaking especially.
At this stage it is best if pupils just say when their birthday is using the month only, e.g. mein Geburtstag ist im April, as, as in English, the ordinal numbers are required in order to give the date, e.g

Mein Geburtstag ist am dreizehnten April. (My birthday is on 13th April).

Basically you add the letters –ten to numbers 1-19 and – sten to numbers 20-31, but there are exceptions:

am ersten – on 1st

am dritten – on 3rd

am siebten – on 7th
The ordinal numbers are also used for saying the date, as in English, e.g. Montag, den 28. November. (Montag, den achtundzwanzigsten November).  A dot after the number is required after the number when writing the date on the board.  If the date is said every lesson, pupils will soon become familiar with hearing the ordinal form of the number.  See section 5 of this unit.

	Teacher holds flashcards with one on the top of the pile – concealed from pupils’ view.  Teacher says – welcher Monat (vel-her mo-naht) – which month – and pupils have to guess by saying a month in German.

Ich bin dran (ee-h bin dran) = it’s my turn.
Du bist dran (do bisst dran) = it’s your turn.
Ich habe gewonnen (ee-h hah-bah ge-von-nen) = I have won

Use the language for game playing whenever the pupils are playing, for example, board games, in class.

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	Section 5 – week 5.
Learning objectives:

Pupils will learn how to say what they can do at sports’ day, the days of the week and begin to learn how to say the date everyday.

	Remind pupils of the meaning of Ich kann and say they are going to learn some verbs connected with sports’ day activities.  Ich kann springen/rennen/seilspringen/werfen/
fangen (I can jump/run/skip/throw/catch).  As you say each activity in German pupils repeat and devise a mime.
Perform a Mexican Wave to practise pronunciation.  In this activity pupils take turns in echoing you, saying the key word or phrase and combining this with a physical action, such as standing up or waving their arms in the air.  You can vary the speed, voice tone or pitch with each round.

Intro to the days of the week:

Wir werden die Wochentage lernen (we will learn the days of the week).

Say steht auf to get the pupils up and introduce the days in the following way:

Hands on the head – Montag

Hands on the ears – Dienstag

Hands on the shoulders – Mittwoch

Hands on the waist – Donnerstag

Hands on the hips – Freitag

Slap the backside – Samstag

Slap the thigh – Sonntag.
Practise with pupils a few times, then you say a random day and they do the action and vice versa.

Put word flashcards of each day on the board – in order.  Ask pupils which is the odd one out – Mittwoch.  Say the days with the pupils, then remove 1.  Resume saying the days again from the beginning, and at the end remove another 1.  By the end pupils will be saying the days with no support on the board.

Everyday put the date on the board in German. 
Say Welches Datum haben wir?  (What’s the date?) – vel-hes dah-tuhm ha-ben veer, which is 1 way of asking in German.  The reply to this is written as follows, e.g.:

(Wir haben) Montag, den 4. Oktober.

The reason for the den, meaning the, is that it is the accusative form of der.  The question literally means What date do we have?  and the reply is (We have) Monday, the 4th October.  Pupils have only learnt nos. up to 20, but here is how all the nos. for writing the date purposes would be pronounced/written for the teacher’s benefit:

1st ersten (airs-ten)

2nd zweiten (ts-veye-ten)
3rd dritten (drit-ten)

4th vierten (fear-ten)

5th fünften (fuhnf-ten)

6th sechsten (zechs-ten)

7th siebten (zeeb-ten)

8th achten (ach-ten)

9th neunten (noyn-ten)

10th zehnten (tsayn-ten)
11th elften (elf-ten)

12th zwölften (ts-vuhlf-ten)

13th dreizehnten (dry-tsayn-ten)

Learning objectives:
Pupils will learn how to ask permission to do something, relating firstly to known sporting activities and then to activities in the classroom.

	KS2 Framework Objectives for the section

	Revise the days of the week with flashcard guessing game.

Revise the phrases Ich kann rennen, etc. with Read my Lips.
Explain that in German, if you want to ask permission to do something, you do so by making your sentence into a question by swapping the ich and kann around, as in English.  It is polite to add bitte (please).  Practise this, e.g. Kann ich bitte rennen?  (Can I run please?).  Repeat with other verbs, with pupils chorusing.

Intro to:

Was willst du machen?  (What do you want to do?)  Ask this to individual pupils, to elicit responses such Kann ich bitte springen?

Ask pupils for some examples of things they might ask permission to do in class:

Kann ich bitte auf die Toilette gehen?  (Can I please go to the toilet?), Kann ich bitte Wasser trinken?  (Can I please drink some water?), Kann ich bitte das Licht aufmachen? (Can I please turn the light on?), Kann ich bitte das Fenster zumachen? (Can I please shut the window?).

These requests could be made into signs on a wall in the classroom for support, and pupils could use them when required throughout the day.
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
