Unit 4 Porträts (Portraits)
Learning Objectives

In this unit pupils will learn the names for main parts of the body, colours and say whether or not they have brothers and sisters.  They will learn to talk about physical appearance and be familiar with the phoneme sound ö and ü.
	Section 1 – week 1.
Learning objectives:

Pupils will learn the song Heads, Shoulders, Knees and Toes in German and learn some body parts.

	See if the class can guess what they will be doing in the lesson by giving the options Wir werden lesen/springen/rennen/singen/
schwimmen and using mime/flashcards.
The correct answer is Wir werden singen.

Pupils listen to Head, Shoulders, Knees and Toes in German.  Do they recognise it?

Sing or play the song again, this time with the actions.

Use picture then word flashcards to teach the parts of the body from the song.  Discuss with pupils similarities/differences with English.
Play Hans sagt with body parts, involving a new command – Zeigt mir (show me).

	Use German praise stickers in other lessons and write the date in German everyday, e.g.
Dienstag, den 9. Mai – see unit 3.

Sing Heads, Shoulders, Knees and Toes in German in P.E.
Der Kopf = the head
Der Mund = the mouth
Die Nase = the nose
Die Knie = the knees
Die Schultern = the shoulders

Die Augen = the eyes

Die Ohren = the ears

Die Zehen = the toes

The 3 words for the that pupils need to know at this stage are der (dare), die (dee) and das (dass).  Der is for masculine nouns, die is for feminine nouns and das is for neutral nouns.  Die is also for all plural nouns.

Der becomes den when the is the object of the sentence, e.g. der Kopf (the head), zeigt mir den Kopf (show me the (your) head).
Show the pupils the noun in writing with and without the Umlaut so they can see how the Umlaut changes the sound of the word, i.e. der Korper (dare core-purr), der Körper (dare cur-purr).
Some other parts of the body:

Der Arm (dare arm)=the arm

Die Arme (dee r-ma)=the arms
Der Fuß (dare fus)=the foot

Die Füße (dee fu-sa)=the feet
Die Hand (dee hant)=the hand

Die Hände (dee henda)=the hands

Das Bein (dass bye-n) =the leg

Die Beine (dee bye-na)=the legs
Das Haar (dass hahr)=the (single) hair

Die Haare (dee hahra)=the hair

Das Gesicht (dass ge-zicht)=the face.

	Section 2 – week 2.
Learning objectives:

Pupils will learn colours, with games and a song, practise all phonemes learnt so far and learn how to say what their favourite is and ask someone what theirs is.
	Resources
	Notes (including phonic focus and daily activities)
	KS2 Framework Objectives for the section

	Teach colours with picture flashcards.
Blau, rot, gelb, grün, braun, weiß, grau, schwarz, rosa, orange, lila/violett.

Try games such as Zeigt mir, where pupils show you the colour card that you have asked for and colour bingo.

Play Obstsalat = Fruit salad.  Pupils sit in a circle and are each given the name of a colour.  The teacher calls out a colour and the pupils who were given that colour change places.  When the teacher calls out Obstsalat all the children change places.

Show pupils the colours in written form and focus on the Umlaut in grün and compare the sound of the word if there was no Umlaut.

Sing a colour song to the tune of Frères Jacques:
Blau, blau, rot, rot,

Gelb, gelb, grün, rot,

Rot, weiß, blau,

Braun, gelb, grau.

Rot, weiß, blau, blau,

Rot, weiß, gelb, grün,

Gelb, gelb, rot.

Blau, blau, rosa.

Get pupils to tell you what 2 colours mixed together are, e.g. weiß und schwarz ist grau. 

Play Zeigt mir etwas Blaues (Show me something blue) as a team game.  
Choose 2 pupils to come to the front of the class.  Ask them to show you something of a certain colour.  The first to touch something of that colour gets a point for their team.

Intro to:

Was ist deine Lieblingsfarbe?  (What is your favourite colour?).  Ask pupils what they think you are asking.  (They should make the connection between Lieblingsspiel (unit 2) and Lieblingsfarbe).  Point at yourself and say Meine Lieblingsfarbe ist ...  Get pupils to firstly repeat the question after you and then the answer.  You can show both in written form on the board and draw attention to deine and meine rhyming.  You can put either the question or answer in jumbled order on the board on word cards, and get volunteers to come to the board to put the words in the correct order.

Play Schnell, schnell (quick(ly), quick(ly)) with the phonemes done so far, i.e. ä, au, ie, ei ch, sch, ö and ü, by sticking phoneme cards on the board.  Split the class into 2 teams.  Invite 2 members of the class to come up the front, 1 from each team.  The teacher then shouts out a colour or another known German word and the first pupil to grab the corresponding phoneme card wins a point for their team.

Puppet role play can now include the question and answer about favourite colour.

In this instruction the colour has a capital letter and has es added to it, e.g. zeigt mir etwas Rotes, etc.

Mine-a leeb-lings far-ba isst …

When it is favourite game it is Mein/Dein Lieblingsspiel, as Spiel is a neutral noun and when it is favourite colour it is Meine/Deine Lieblingsfarbe, as Farbe is a feminine noun. 

Reminder: März (mare-ts), blau (bl-ow), wie (vee), mein (mine), sechs (zechs – the ch like in the Scottish loch), schwarz (sh-varts), Körper (cur-purr), grün (grewn).

	Section 3 – week 3.
Learning objectives:

Pupils will revise the parts of the body with games and a poem, and have further practice with phonemes.
	Resources
	Notes (including phonic focus and daily activities)
	KS2 Framework Objectives for the section

	Use pictures of well known cartoon characters or portraits by well known artists to revise orally the parts of the head and face learnt in section 1.
Introduce the written words for the parts of the face and head.

Play Zeigt auf das Bild (Point to the Picture).  Pictures of part of the head and face are displayed on the board.  The class is divided into 2 teams.  1 pupil from each team stands at the board and, when you show the written word, the pupils race to point at the corresponding picture.

Allow pupils to listen, look and say the singular and plural forms of parts of the head, face and body.

Teach this simplified version of a poem that can be said as you draw the face of a jumping jack or puppet (can be said with actions):
Punkt, Punkt, Komma, Strich,

Augen, Nase, Angesicht.

Mit zwei kleinen Ohren dran

Fertig ist der Hampelmann!

(Dot, dot, comma, line,

Eyes, nose, face.
With two little ears added

The puppet is ready!).
Play 0s+Xs and Kim’s Game with flashcards of parts of the body.

Pupils can play phoneme snap in pairs.  One pupil has a set of phoneme cards and the other a set of words which include a range of phonemes.  When a phoneme is put down (e.g. au) next to a word containing that sound (e.g. blau), the first pupil to say zwei zusammen (two together) wins.

Notice the rhyming – lines 1 and 2 and 3 and 4. Angesicht (an-ge-zicht) is face, but more in the sense of countenance. 

The poem can be said and acted out during the week, with or without word support given.

	Section 4 – week 4.
Learning objectives:

Pupils will learn an action song re body parts and play a game that involves creating a monster in groups.
	Resources
	Notes (including phonic focus and daily activities)
	KS2 Framework Objectives for the section

	Play Wiederholt wenn es richtig ist (Repeat if it’s Correct).  Hold up a picture card of part of the body and name it.  If you give the correct name, pupils repeat.  If you deliberately give the wrong name, they must remain silent.  Stress the three articles der/die/das.
Play song with a focus on parts of the body.  Pupils can listen and respond by pointing to parts of the body as they are mentioned.

Play Wir machen ein Monster (We’re Making a Monster/Monster Beetle).
1 You need 1 die to generate a no. that represents a labelled part of the body or head.

2 You need a 2nd die to generate a no. that represents a labelled colour.

3 You need a large sheet of sugar paper for each team on which they draw their monster.

4 Pupils in each team take turns to throw the 2 die.  They have to read aloud the part of the body or head and the colour.  They draw this onto their team’s monster.

5 The 1st team to draw a complete monster with a previously agreed set of body parts and features is the winner, e.g. der Mund ist grün, die Nase ist gelb, die Arme sind blau, die Beine sind rot.
	Wischi wischi waschi from Start German with a Song pg 28.

	Sing the Wischi wischi waschi song throughout the week.

Veer mah-chen eye-n monster
Explain to pupils that it is, for instance:

Das Bein ist rot but die Beine sind rot.

Ask them why this is so.

Das (dass)=the for neutral nouns.

Die (dee)=the for plural nouns.

Ist (isst)=is

Sind (zint)=are.

	Section 5 – week 5.
Learning objectives:

Pupils will to say whether or not they have brothers and sisters.
	Resources
	Notes (including phonic focus and daily activities)
	KS2 Framework Objectives for the section

	Revise family members from unit 1.
Hold up a picture of Lisa Simpson and ask her:  Hast du Geschwister?  In a different voice reply:  Ich habe einen Bruder und eine Schwester.  Ask pupils what you asked and what Lisa replied.

Repeat the conversation between you and Lisa, and ask what pupils hear before the words “Bruder” and “Schwester”. 

Teach the song – Ich habe einen Bruder, was hast du? – sung to the tune of “If you’re happy and you know it”.
Say the question again, and, pointing to yourself, give your answer.  Hold up a picture of Bart Simpson, ask him the question and he will reply: Ich habe zwei Schwestern. 
Ask pupils why Schwester has become Schwestern
Throw soft ball to individual pupils and ask the new question.

For pupils with no brothers or sisters, they say:  Ich habe keine Geschwister.

Role-play practice can now incorporate the new question.

Schwester (singular) and Schwestern (plural)

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	Section 6 – week 6
Learning objectives:

Pupils will learn to describe their hair and eyes.  Extension will be to describe someone else.
	Resources
	Notes (including phonic focus and daily activities)
	KS2 Framework Objectives for the section

	Revise colours, especially those that are hair and eye colours.

Hold up a picture of Maggie Simpson and tell pupils she is about to describe her hair and eyes:  Ich habe gelbe Haare und blaue Augen.
Ask pupils to translate, and then get them to repeat the sentence, drawing their notice to how blau has become blaue.

Show picture flashcards of hair/eyes - all the hair flashcards first and pupils repeat:  Ich habe schwarze Haare, etc.  Play flashcard guessing game.

Do the same with the eyes’ flashcards.  Put flashcards on the board, two pupils stand at the back of the class with backs turned.  Another pupil removes a card.  When the two turn around, the first to say “Ich habe braune Augen” – the missing card – is the winner.

Ask: Wie siehst du aus?  (What do you look like?) to an individual pupil:  Ich habe…Haare/…Augen (one or both answers)
Extension:
Wie sieht er aus? (What does he look like?)
Wie sieht sie aus? (What does she look like?)

Er hat…(He has)

Sie hat…(She has)
Pupils could do a simple gap-fill writing exercise based on self.  On the whiteboard show a written example, of a fictional character:

Ich heiße Klaus.
Ich bin 8 Jahre alt.

Mein Geburtstag ist im Oktober.
Ich habe braune Haare und grüne Augen.

Ask volunteers to read aloud in German and English.

As pupils which bits they would change so that the description is about them.

When pupils come to do the writing task, words they will need should be on display for support.  More able pupils could have some additional sentences.
	Picture flashcards of faces with different coloured hair and faces with different coloured eyes

This is because the colour is followed by a plural noun.
