Unit 6 Es wächst (Growing things)
Learning Objectives

In this unit pupils will learn the names of some vegetables grown in a garden and how to say which they like and dislike.  They will learn how to describe the life cycle of a bean in German and work on the story of The Giant Turnip.  They will also be familiar with a role play at the market with the phoneme sound w.
	Section 1 – week 1.
Learning objectives:
Pupils will learn some garden vegetables, singular and plural, and how to say they like certain vegetables, as well as ask someone the question.  They will also do a survey.

	Puppet role play incorporating questions and answers from the earlier units.
Intro to:
Gemüse (vegetables)

Eine Karotte (a carrot)

Eine Kartoffel (a potato)

Eine Bohne (a bean)

Eine Erbse (a pea)

Eine Tomate (a tomato)

Eine Zwiebel (an onion)

Ein Kohl (a cabbage)

with plastic or real vegetables, taken out one by one from a bag, using choral/individual/boys/girls repetition and silly voices.  

Ask pupils which ones sound like the English and for strategies for remembering the ones that do not sound like the English, e.g. Kartoffel – waffle, Bohne – begins with a b.

Ask pupils for the meaning of ein/eine and to compare with eins.
Play Was ist nicht in der Tasche? (What is not in the bag?) as a team game.  A pupil leaves the classroom briefly with the bag of vegetables and returns with 1 missing.  The other pupils have to guess what the missing vegetable is by putting up their hands and saying one of the vegetables.  Some will be able to say, for example, eine Karotte ist nicht in der Tasche.  The pupil who correctly guesses the missing vegetable gets a point for their team.

Intro to:

Magst du Tomaten?  (Do you like tomatoes?) with the teacher using  thumb up and intonation to convey meaning.  Teacher throws ball and pupils reply with ja/nein (yes/no).
Ask pupils to tell you how eine Tomate has changed, i.e. has become Tomaten.

Then say you would like a longer sentence and demonstrate, with thumb up and smiley face for Ich mag Tomaten and thumb down and sad face for Ich mag Tomaten nicht.  Get pupils to repeat the two sentences, perhaps clapping after each word, so that they know they say three words for the positive sentence and four for the negative one.  Throw the ball again, asking the question and expecting the long answer in reply.  The Ich mag … and Ich mag … nicht can be on the board for support.

Get pupils to do a survey on the known vegetables by giving each pupil a piece of paper on which are written the 6 vegetables in the plural form.  They work in pairs, one pupil asking Magst du …? (This can be written on the board for support) and the other answering with ja/nein or the full answer if possible.  The pupil asking the question ticks or crosses each of the 6 vegetables and then the pupils swap roles.
You can extend the sentences by modelling:

Ich mag Karotten.  Karotten sind lecker.  (I like carrots.  Carrots are delicious).
Ich mag Bohnen nicht.  Bohnen sind igitt.  (I don’t like beans.  Beans are yuk).

The survey results could be analysed in Maths and a bar chart/graph created.

As a P.E. warm-up, play Gemüsesalat (Vegetable Salad) – ge-mews-a zal-at.  Pupils sit in a circle and are each given the name of a vegetable.  You call out a vegetable and those pupils change places.  When you call Gemüsesalat all the pupils change places.

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	Section 2 – week 2.
Learning objectives:

Pupils will learn the life cycle of a bean in German, as well as the parts of a plant.

	Revise the vegetables by giving 6 pupils a word card bearing the name of a vegetable and ask them to stand in a line, in alphabetical order, according to the name of the vegetable.

Show pupils a seed and say Hier ist ein Samen.  Explain that it is Der Samen einer Bohne (a bean seed).

Ask children in English what they know about the life cycle of a plant.

Get pupils to repeat each sentence and focus particularly on the nouns:

Die Wurzel (the root)

Der Stiel (the stem)

Die Blätter (the leaves)

Die Blume (the flower)

Die Frucht (the fruit)

Give individual pupils a picture of one of the stages.  Call out each stage in order and pupils arrange themselves accordingly.

With another group of pupils, give half pictures and the other half text cards.  They circulate in order to match up the pictures with the text cards.

Draw pupils’ notice to the words that have a certain phoneme sound, e.g. au, ä, ie, ei, ch.  
Say a word and pupils write the phoneme sound on a mini white board (from a list on the board).  They hold up.

Ask pupils what is different about die Blätter (the only plural and Umlaut bearing noun here).

Pupils can label a picture/model of a plant in German in Science.

	Section 3 – week 3.
Learning objectives:
Pupils will be introduced to the German version of The Giant Turnip and the key vocabulary contained within it.  They will see/listen to the power point of the story.

	Ask pupils to tell you any books they know of in English about vegetables.  Say two story titles in German – Hans und

die Bohnenranke and Die Prinzessin und die Erbse (Jack and the Beanstalk and The Princess and the Pea) – with emphasis on the vegetable in the titles and ask pupils if they know what these stories are in English.  
Tell the pupils that they are going to read another story about a new vegetable, and show them a turnip – eine Rübe – and someone may come up with The Giant Turnip.  To give a clue, say the story is about eine große Rübe, eine sehr große Rübe and use gesture to convey meaning.
Show pupils a copy of the German and English version of the story – Die Riesenrübe The Giant Turnip and ask pupils to tell you what they know about the story.

Key vocabulary with picture flashcards for the nouns:

Der Großvater (the grandfather)
Der Enkel (the grandson)
Der Hund (the dog)
Die Enkelin (the granddaughter)
Die Maus (the mouse)
Mime/gesture for the verbs:
Der Großvater pflanzt (the grandfather plants)
Die Rübe wächst (the turnip grows)
Der Hund zieht (the dog pulls)
and adjectives: 
Groß (big)
Riesengroß (gigantic)
Split the class into phoneme groups.  Each group has a card with a phoneme on it.  Say the words.  When a particular phoneme is heard, including the w one, the pupils from that group should stand up and wave their phoneme card.  Keep a tally of hits under each phoneme on a whiteboard at the front of the class, so that they can be checked against the story later.  Which group was the most accurate.
Show power point of the story.

Ein Riese (eye-n reaz-a) is a giant (masculine).
Practise key vocabulary during the week.

Focus on the w sound – like v in English.  

Vech=st (this verb is hard as it contains the phoneme sounds – w, ä and ch together).
Go through each slide using gesture/mime and other stategies to aid comprehension, e.g. Was ist das auf englisch? (vahs isst dass owf eng-glish?), tell me the word that means …, which word has the sound, e.g. au.

As there is a lot of repetition in the story, ask pupils to anticipate what the next slide will say – in English or German. 
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	Section 4 – week 4.
Learning objectives:

Pupils will practise the key vocabulary with games and act out the story.

	Revise the key vocabulary from the story by playing Was fehlt?  (What’s missing?) done as a team game.  For round one display picture flashcards on the board, and, after revising with the class, send a pupil from each team out of the room briefly whilst you remove one of the flashcards.  When the pupils come back in, the first to call out the German word for the missing flashcard gains a point for their team.  For round two key sentences can be displayed on the board and practiced.  This time you remove one of the words.
In pairs pupils can match picture cards with word or text cards.
The story is suitable for acting out –slide by slide of the power point.  There could be a narrator for each slide and a different pupil to read what is in the speech bubbles and act out.

Learning objectives:

The pupils will talk about buying vegetables from a market and play the game I’m going to the market and I’ll buy…They will be introduced to the question What would you like?

	Revise the vegetables learnt earlier in the unit.

Phonic focus:  Play entweder …oder…? (either…or…?).  Pupils must select the correct pronunciation of a given word.  For example, hold up a card with the word möchte on it.  Ask entweder mochte oder möchte?  This can be repeated with a range of words, e.g. entweder ick oder ich?

In English talk about markets in the vicinity where vegetables can be bought and how a typical conversation might go between the stallholder and the customer.  Tell pupils that vegetable markets are similar in Germany.

Each pair of pupils is given a word card for one of the vegetables – in the plural.  Give an instruction to each vegetable, e.g. Bohnen: steht auf und tanzt (beans: stand up and dance) and pupils holding the beans’ pictures stand up and dance.  

Pupils (each with a vegetable word card) sit in a circle and chant the following:  Ich gehe zum Markt und ich kaufe … (I go to market and I buy …).  At the same time, a basket or bag is passed round.  When the pupils stop chanting (when given a signal), the pupil holding the basket names the vegetable on their word card and places it in the basket.  The rest of the class chorus Was möchten Sie? (what would you like?) as the word card is put in the basket.  The game continues until all pupils have placed their cards in the basket.

	Section 6 – week 6.
Learning objectives:
Pupils will play the Police game with the key question and answer, then go on to learn and perform a role play at the market.

	Phonic focus:  Remind pupils that a w in German sounds like a v in English.  You could illustrate this by presenting some familiar words, e.g. wie, was, auf Wiedersehen.
Revise Was möchten Sie? and its meaning.

Intro to:

Ich möchte (I would like).

Play the Police game.  The 2 pupils chosen to play have to ask Was möchten Sie? And the rest of the class has to say Ich möchte + any vegetable apart from the 1 assigned to the pupil the “police” are looking for. 

With you as the stallholder, pupils begin to develop role plays for buying vegetables, for instance:

Guten Tag.  Was möchten Sie?

Ich möchte Tomaten, bitte.

Bitte schön.

Danke.

Auf Wiedersehen.

(Good day/afternoon.  What would you like?

I would like some tomatoes, please.

There you are.

Thanks.

Goodbye).
Pupils practise role plays in pairs.  Confident children show their role plays to the class.  If possible set up a desk with plastic or real vegetables, so it resembles a market stall.
Show pupils written sentences for the role play and pupils read these aloud together.  You can also remove the displayed sentences and distribute to groups the sentences cut up for pupils to reassemble.
