Unit 10 Sport macht Spaß! (our sporting lives)
Learning Objectives

Pupils will revise/learn the names for some sports, food and drinks associated with healthy and unhealthy lifestyles.  They will revise the days of the week and learn to say what activities they do on particular days.  Phonic focus will be on sp, j and v sounds in German. 
	Section 1 – week 1.
Learning objectives:

Pupils will understand the phrases for different sports in German and recognise some of these phrases in written form.

	Use picture flashcards to revise Ich spiele Fußball (I play football)

and to introduce Ich spiele 
Tennis/Cricket/Basketball/Rugby/
Hockey.  Draw pupils’ attention to the cognates in the last 5 sports.
Phonic focus: Encourage the pupils to spit out the sp in spiele.  Explain that it is almost like there is an invisible ch in between the s and the p.
Display the word viel (an adverb – a lot).  Explain that the v in German sounds like an f in English.

Sing the following lyrics to the tune of “Oh When the Saints” to practise both phonics: 
Ich spiele viel (clap clap), Ich spiele viel

Introduce other sports, which are not played, but done, so do not use ich spiele,  in the same way:

Ich fahre Rad (I cycle)

Ich fahre Skateboard (I skateboard)

Ich tanze (I dance)

Ich schwimme (I swim)

Ich laufe Rollschuh (I rollerskate)
Model actions for the sports and say the phrases.  Pupils repeat and copy the action.
Give the action and ask pupils to say the word or phrase.

Play Hans sagt (Simon says) but this time not in command form.  Say, for example, ich tanze.
Show word flashcards for the sports as you say them.  Pupils repeat.

Discuss what the pupils notice about the written forms.  Are there any similarities with English or other languages that could help them remember?

Give the pupils some examples of German words that begin with j (such as ja, Jahre, Januar).  Reiterate that j at the beginning of a word in German has the same sound as y in English.

Ask pupils to come to the board and place the appropriate written expression next to the image from the first activity.  This can be done as a team game.

Divide the class into groups.  Give each group a sport for which they must make a tableau.  Each pupil has to be involved.  Give the class a countdown in German for the nos. 10-1.  On los! (go!) each group “freezes” their tableau.  Think out loud to work out the sport that each group is representing, e.g. Ich spiele Fußball – nein.  Ich fahre Rad – ja.

Pupils could look up other sports in a bilingual dictionary and make a word bank.

Song.

Introduce the question:

Was für Sport machst du? (What sport do you do?)
Ich spiele Basketball, etc. (All the ones that you “play”)

Ich fahre Rad, ich fahre Skateboard, ich tanze, ich schwimme, ich laufe Rollschuh (All the ones you do not “play”)
Pupils now have a further choice of answers for the question from unit 2:

Was ist dein Lieblingssport?  
Mein Lieblingssport ist Fußball/Cricket/
Seilspringen, etc.

Mein Lieblingssport ist Radfahren/Skateboardfahren/Tanzen/

Schwimmen/Rollschullaufen.

Pupils met this in unit 2:  Ich spiele gern Fußball (I like playing football), Ich spiele gern Hickelkasten (I like playing Hopscotch), etc.
Cricket is not played in Germany.

Do the actions as a warm-up or warm-down activity in PE.  They can also be done as a short “brainbreak” between other curriculum activities.

In unit 2 pupils learnt ich spiele gern Fußball/Gummitwist/Seil-springen/Verstecken/

	Section 2 - week 2.

Learning objectives:

Pupils will remember the names of some sports, name some foods and drinks and talk about how they remember words and phrases.

	Revise the sports and actions from the last session.
Display a picture of a famous sportsperson on the board.  Discuss how this person stays healthy.  Ask pupils to suggest adjectives from Unit 9 to describe the person.  Some will be able to say a sentence using Er/Sie ist…

Introduce a range of healthy and unhealthy foods and drinks with picture flashcards and/or real or plastic food/drink items:

Ein Apfel (an apple)

Fisch (fish)

Cola (cola)

Schokolade (chocolate)

Orangensaft (orange juice)

Jogurt (yogurt)

Karotten (carrots)

Pommes Frites (chips)

or

Pommes (chips)

Bonbons (sweets)

As teacher says the words, draw pupils’ attention to the similarity in sound with the English and with the French in the case of chips and sweets.

With these 9 items play noughts and crosses as a team game.  A member from each team is selected to play.  Have the 9 flashcards on the board in 3s in 3 rows.  Draw a 9 square grid next to the pictures.  Wherever a pupil wants to place their o or x, they have to say the corresponding food/drink in German.  Another pupil can be chosen to put the os and xs on the grid.
You can vary the above by using text cards instead of pictures so pupils can see the similarities in the written word too.  Remind them that all nouns in German are written with a capital letter at the beginning of the word.
Explain that pupils are going to decide whether the food and drinks are healthy or unhealthy with Ja, das ist gesund (Yes, that is healthy) or Nein, das ist ungesund (No, that is unhealthy) or Nein, das ist nicht gesund (No, that is not healthy).

Pupils discuss in English with their talk partners whether the sportsperson used earlier would regularly eat these foods or drink these drinks.  Read the list of foods and drinks and, for each one, ask Ist das gesund? or Ist das ungesund?

Pupils respond with thumbs up/down or echo the phrases.

Teacher could show pupils authentic German menus and see how many foods and drinks pupils recognise.  What strategies did they use?

This unit can be used as an opportunity to talk about typically German goods such as:
Currywurst (sausage with curry sauce)

Bockwurst (boiled sausage)

Bratwurst (grilled or fried sausage)

Sauerkraut (pickled cabbage)

Bulette/Frikadelle (meatballs/rissoles)

Kaffee und Kuchen (coffee and cake)

Schweinshaxe (leg of pork)

Schwarzbrot (black bread)

Pommes Frites is from the French, and Pommes here is pronounced as in the French.  It can be shortened to just Pommes and this is pronounced differently – see above.

Make a classroom display to promote healthy eating, with one side for healthy foods and drinks and the other for unhealthy ones.  Vocabulary from Unit 6 could also be included.  Pupils stick pictures on the appropriate side as the words are learnt and add a text card in German.

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	Section 3 - week 3.

Learning objectives:

Pupils will read and recognise the names of some foods and drinks, spell some words for foods and drinks and say whether they think something is healthy or unhealthy.
	Resources

	Recap the phrases and vocabulary from the previous session with emphasis on gesund and ungesund.

Explain that you are going to give some instructions to a sportsperson.  Ask pupils to say Das ist gesund and put thumbs up for something healthy, e.g.

Spiel Fußball! (Play football)
Iss einen Apfel! (Eat an apple)

Trink Orangensaft! (Drink orange juice)

Repeat, but add in some unhealthy foods and drinks.  In response, pupils say Das ist ungesund and put thumbs down.

Display food/drinks’ picture flashcards on the board.  Read out a word card for each one and ask pupils to come and stick these next to the correct picture.

Select one word card, read it aloud and give pupils 2 minutes to look at it.  Cover it up and ask pupils to work in pairs and rewrite it from memory on a mini-whiteboard.  Repeat with other words.

Play Hangman (Galgenspiel) as a team game with the words you have just used to practise the alphabet (from unit 1) and reinforce the spelling of the words.  
Play Lotto (Bingo).  Pupils draw a grid with 6 pictures of food and drink.  Show the word cards one by one, without saying the words.  Pupils read and cross off matching pictures on their grid.
Create a table on the board with the headings gesund and ungesund.  Individual pupils come out and place picture flashcards in the correct column.  Repeat with the word cards.

Play noughts and crosses with phonemes.  Draw a grid on the board, with different letter sounds in each box, e.g. es, j, sp, v.  Split the class into 2 teams.  Each team should try and score a line by saying a word containing the letter sound in the box.

To increase the level of challenge with a game of noughts and crosses, ask the pupils to identify the coordinate of the square, e.g. C2.
A grid could be made with a mixture of activities and foods.  To get the point, pupils will need to say a full sentence, e.g. Schwimmen, das ist gesund.

This is the familiar imperative form of the verb, i.e. when you are talking to 1 person who is familiar to you.  If you are talking to more than 1 person the verbs are:

Apple in German is a masculine noun, so:

Das ist ein Apfel (subject of the verb)

Iss einen Apfel (object of the verb)
Throughout the week play Hangman to practise spelling vocabulary for food and drink.  Pupils can say the letters in English and you repeat in German or vice versa.
Make anagrams of the words for food and drinks as a registration activity.

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	Section 4 – week4.

Learning objectives:
Pupils will say the days of the week, understand they layout of a German diary and listen to and understand the content of a diary when read aloud.

	Display on the interactive whiteboard a page from a week’s diary:
Montag

Dienstag

Mittwoch

Donnerstag

Freitag

Samstag

Donnerstag

Revise the days of the week by playing Von den Lippen lesen (Read My Lips).  Mouth words for pupils to guess.  Pupils take the lead in the next round.  Chant the days as a class using different voices.

Add pictures from the first session to the diary, saying Am Montag spiele ich Fußball, am Dienstag spiele ich Tennis, etc.  (Pupils need to have the inversion of verb and subject made explicit).  
Highlight the verb in a different colour to emphasise its place in the sentence.

Say the days of the week in order.  Pupils do the action and say the appropriate sentence.  Repeat, with the days in random order.

Ask pupils to make a similar diary page or give them a template.  Read aloud another ‘diary’ and ask pupils to sketch the activity against the appropriate day.  They compare their diary pages in pairs and feed back.
The class can draw up their own diary for the week, showing who does which activities after school.  If the school has a German-speaking partner school, this can be sent to it.
	
	Throughout the week sing the days of the week to the tune of ‘The Flintstones’.
In German the verb always comes as the second idea in the sentence, e.g. Ich spiele Fußball, Ich spiele am Montag Fußball, Am Montag spiele ich Fußball.

At the beginning of the week pupils can set up a rota of playground games for each day, with the days written in German.

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	Section 5 – week 5.

Learning objectives:

Pupils will answer when asked which sports they take part in, on which day of the week they do a sport and write a simple sentence using a model for support.
	Resources

	Revise the days of the week by air writing the days.
Play Ping-Pong with the days of the week, e.g you say Montag and pupils say Dienstag, etc.

Song.

Revise sports’ phrases with actions as a prompt.  Play Charades, where one pupil does the action and the class guess the phrase.

Display the diary from the previous session.  Introduce the question Was machst du am Montag?  Ask pupils to guess what this means.  Model the answer, with actions, e.g. Am Montag spiele ich Fußball.  

Practise as a whole class, chanting the questions and answers together.  Invite individual pupils to ask and answer the questions.  The class comment constructively on pupils’ use of language and give feedback.

Pupils work in pairs using role-play grids.  Partner A asks, for example, Was machst du am Dienstag?  Partner B answers, for example, Am Dienstag spiele ich Cricket.  Pupils may use actions to accompany their answer.

Play Pass the Phrase.  Organise pupils into teams of 6.  The teams stand in lines.  Whisper a different sports’ phrase to player one in each team.  On the signal eins, zwei, drei, player 1 whispers the phrase to player 2.  This is then passed from player to player along the line.  When the last player receives the phrase, the team sits down.  When all the teams are sitting down ask player 6 from each team to say their phrase aloud.

Pupils write a sentence for every day of the week using their speaking grids and a word bank for support, e.g. Am Montag fahre ich Skateboard.

Role-play grids are a useful way of stimulating conversation between pupils in pairs.  Each pupil has a different set of information and keeps their sheet secret from their partner.  This offers the opportunity for genuine dialogue and this type of activity is sometimes called an ‘information gap’.

In this session, the 2 partners will each have a copy of the diary template but with different pictures or symbols to denote their activites.

This session could be linked with why exercise is good for health.  If there was an investigation into the effect exercise has on the pulse rate counting in German could be included.
Children could research a popular sport typical of Germany such as Handball or Völkerball (Ful-ker-bahl) (where 2 teams try to get each other’s players out by hitting them with the ball) and play this in PE lessons.  Details and rules can be found on the internet.

If you have a partner school, swap information on the types of sport the pupils enjoy.

	Section 6 - week 6.

Learning objectives:

Pupils will write simple words and phrases using a model and some words from memory and design an effective poster to communicate how to lead a healthy lifestyle.

	Explain to the class that they will be sharing what they have learnt about healthy lifestyle in German.  This will be in the form of posters to be displayed around the school.

Pupils work in groups to design a poster on healthy eating, sports or both, using the language that they have learnt so far.  Some pupils can contribute by labelling pictures of food and drink with single words, whereas others will be able to write longer phrases.  Some pupils will need a word bank to help them. Some pupils can express opinions about food, drink and sporting activities.  They can justify these with phrases such as Es macht Spaß (it’s fun) and Es ist gesund (it’s healthy).
When the posters are finished, allow pupils to present them to the class before displaying them around the school.

If the school has a German-speaking partner school photographs of the posters can be emailed or sent through the post.

The class can create an assembly on healthy lifestyles and include some of the German that they have learnt.
