	Activity ideas:. 

Teacher introduces hobby vocabulary, explains the meanings and practises the pronunciation with the class. . Uçurtma uçurmak, bisiklete binmek, maket yapmak, spor yapmak, yüzmek, ata binmek…..Give the picture and word cards to the class in pairs and ask them to match the pictures with the words. •Use images from magazines, newspapers or from the internet to revise the hobbies.* Teacher asks the children about their hobbies. Listen to their answers and correct their pronunciation. Review their previous learning about likes and dislikes in unit 8. Introduce “Sinemaya gitmeyi severim. /sevmem sentence structure in present simple tense. Ask children to make similar sentences with a given word list. Teacher mimes a hobby and lets the children guess it. Display on the interactive whiteboard a week’s plan: Pazartesi, Salý, Çarþamba, Perþembe, Cuma, Cumartesi, Pazar (review unit 7) Ask children to hold activity cards and say them for each day. For example: Pazartesi yüzüyorum ve bisiklete biniyorum... (I swim and ride a bike on Monday) Salý satranç oynuyorum ve gitar çalýyorum. (I play chess and play the guitar on Tuesday.)etc. Remind children of the different different usage of “play” in Turkish, playing an instrument and playing a game, require different verbs in Turkish. Extension: Children look up other activities in a bilingual dictionary and make a word bank. Ask children to make a similar weekly plan page or give them a template The class draws up their own plan for the week, showing who does which activities after school. They compare their weekly plan pages in pairs and feed back. If the school has a Turkish-speaking partner school, this can be sent to them •Extension: Ask the question Pazartesi ne yapýyorsun?  (What do you do on Monday?) to elicit responses about their weekly plan.*Show  the class a presentation of famous people in different professions. If possible choose famous Turkish people. Give them their professions in Turkish and practise pronunciation. Ask children “Gelecekte ne olmak istiyorsun?”(What are you going to be in future?) Model the replies e.g “Þarkýcý olmak istiyorum.( I want to be a singer.)etc. Ask children their favourite singers “En sevdiðin þarkýcý kim? Model the replies: Tarkan etc.* Play “Guess Who” game. Divide the class in 5 groups and give them the small picture cards of professions. Ask them to choose a child to mime one of the professions. “Ben kimim?”(Who am I?) Whoever knows the answer and says e.g. “Sen ressamsýn” (You are a painter.) will be the winner and be the next person who does the mimes.
