	Activity ideas:. 

•Display some images of Turkey to set the scene. If possible, include some images of Turkey from Turkish link school. •Introduce the plan of the journey e.g. planning the budget, shopping, travel, places of interest, artefacts. Show the class a model of journey plan.Give the necessary word bank to the class and review previous learning e.g.revise numbers 50–100 in multiples of 10 by playing Tombala (Bingo)•Display a price list in Turkish Lira (TL) for the budget planning.. You may want to add some images for shopping, places of interest and artefacts. Play a variety of different environment sounds, eg road, building. You may like to set the environment words to body actions. Ask children to suggest actions to represent each environment item and use these to reinforce the vocabulary. Ask children about the prices, eg Uçak bileti ne kadar? (How much is the plane ticket?) Point to the different airlines and children practise asking how much they are.•Children work in pairs, with a mini-whiteboard each. Each child creates his or her own budget for the same journey and they take it in turns to ask each other about how much their travel costs etc. They record their answers. By the end of the activity, each child should have two sets of prices that they then compare with their partner’s lists and make one out of two.Give them the meanings of-e/a (to),-de/-da/-te/-ta(in/on/at),-den/-dan/-ten/-tan (from), ile/-yle/-yla (with). Show them the sentences “İngiltere’den Türkiye’ye uçak ile seyahat ediyorum.”(I am travelling from England to Turkey by plane.) Can they work out the meaning? .Ask children to prepare a presentation for their journey to Turkey and ask them to present it in front of the class. Record the presentations and send the CD to the link school in Turkey.  •Extension: Children investigate the Turkish Lira exchange rate and convert prices in TL into sterling.

Some children will not have made so much progress and will: respond with a one-word answer or action to questions about travelling to another country; need to refer to text or visual clues when using case endings; copy-write using single words or short phrases

Some children will have progressed further and will: use short phrases for asking and answering questions, using mainly memorized language; research additional vocabulary using a dictionary
