	Activity ideas: 

Play children short extracts of four styles of music, eg jazz, folk , pop, classical. After each one, teach children the name of the style, eg caz müziği, halk müziği,pop müziği, klasik müzik,. Play each piece again and children identify the style, eg Bu halk müziği(this is folk music). (Alternatively, substitute styles of music with current popular bands and singers.Tarkan etc.)•Ask the class Kim pop müziği sever? (Who likes pop music?) Count aloud the number of children. Repeat for the other styles of music. You could do this as a listening activity, where children record their responses pictorially using smiling faces on individual worksheets.•Ask individual children what music they like, eg Pop müziği sever misin? (Do you like pop music?) Elicit replies with “Evet,severim/Hayır sevmem.” “Hangi müziği seversin?””Halk müziği” Allow some children to respond with single word answers (Evet/Hayır). •Teach the use of ama (but) as a connective to join two simple sentences, eg Pop müzik sevmem ama klasik müzik severim.•Listen to one of the extracts again and ask children to identify why they like/dislike the music.(Neden bu müziği seviyorsun/sevmiyorsun?)  Revise the adjectives and add more. Use quantifiers within the answers- (biraz/ çok ). (Çünkü biraz sıkıcı/çok neşeli/ çok güzel/biraz gürültülü) Give them the names of Turkish instruments with the general instruments. General musical instruments: piyano, keman, gitar, klarnet, trompet, saksafon (piano / violin/guitar/ clarinet/ trumpet /drums/ saxophone) Turkish musical instruments: Tulum, ney, kanun, kemence, ud, davul, dabruka, saz• Listen to a music extract and ask children which instruments they have heard  in the music extracts *Listen to the other extracts and identify the instruments in the same way. Take some Turkish instruments into the class if possible e.g: saz, darbuka, kemençe, saksafon, gitar Ask children to describe these instruments with a given word bank. Elekronik /klasik… (electronic/classical)Telli, vurmalı, üflemeli…(strings, percussion,reed instruments) deri, ahşap, metal…(leather, wood, metal).•Sing Ben bir Müzisyenim to the tune of ‘I am the Music Man’ with the resource in power point presentation. Children mime the instruments. Select the names of instruments from the song and clap the syllables..•Introduce the term Türk Folk Müziği , Türk Sanat Müziği and play some Turkish folk and classical Turkish music and ask children Türk folk müziğini /Türk Sanat Müziğini sevdiniz mi? (Do you like Turkish folk music/classical Turkish music?) Elicit the reply Evet, çok sevdim. and respond with Evet, süper! The class repeat the sentences Türk halk müziğini/sanat müziğini çok sevdim.•Ask Niçin Türk Halk Müziğini sevdin/sevmedin? (Why do you like/don’t like Turkish folk music?) Elicit the reply Çünkü çok eğlenceli(because it is joyful) and Çünkü çok gürültülü. (Because it’s noisy!) In pairs, children practise giving their opinions about the music.• Remind them they can use quantifiers as well.  Encourage children to use connectives e. g. ama (but) Pop müzik sevmem ama klasik müzik severim.(I don’t like pop music but I like classical music.).•Extension: Children listen to songs by Turkish artists. Encourage them to comment on them in Turkish. Reflect on the advantages and disadvantages of listening to songs in other languages. *Take instruments into the class and ask children what kind of musical instrument they play, why do they play that instrument  or what kind of a musician do they want to be-Ne çalıyorsun?Gitar çalıyorum (What do you play? I play the guitar.), Niye? Çünkü gitarı çok seviyorum.(Why do you play it? Because I like it.) ,Ne olacaksın? Gitarist olacağım.(What are you going to be? I am going to be a guitarist.)•Ask children to discuss their strategies for memorising new language. Introduce the idea that rhythm can be an aid to memorisation. Children work in pairs or small groups. They choose a number of beats and words or phrases from this unit to fit the beat pattern. Some children may benefit from having a selection of phrases on a prompt sheet to help them expand the range of phrases they practise. How many different phrases can they write which fit their chosen pattern? The group or pair selects one of their phrases to use and performs a cyclic pattern. Children add body percussion to enhance their performance.•Extension: Children use a bilingual dictionary to look up the names of other instruments and produce a short glossary.

Learning outcomes: 

Most children will: understand and use set phrases to talk about themselves and ask others simple personal information; say what musical styles they like and dislike; say which musical instrument they are going to play

Some children will not have made so much progress and will: respond with evet/hayır  or single words to questions about whether they like different musical styles

Some children will have progressed further and will: give opinions about different musical styles; use the new structures to express opinions spontaneously and apply these to other contexts.
