	Activity ideas:
*Give to the class some information about  traditional Turkish clothing and show them some images from different regions. Talk about Karagöz and Hacivat(Traditional Turkish shadow puppet theatre) and show a short video clip from their play(if possible). Discuss the similarities and differences of colours of clothing  e.g Traditional clothing forms a part of Turkish traditional culture. In the past the Turks would weave their own clothing and make dyes from natural plant ingredients, in a way that reflected their feelings in the designs they created. Each region had its own characteristics in the way of clothing, headwear, scarves and socks, which have all, through the centuries, attracted interest and admiration. If possible bring some samples into the class and show them to the children. Ask them if they know similar clothes in different cultures. Divide the class into 4 groups and give them the clothing picture flashcards (Horon ,Kaşık Oyunu,Kılıç Kalkan,Zeybek) with the word bank (colours, clothes, accessories) and let them to describe the costumes and accessories in the pictures.(revision of previous learning) *Give some information to the children about Turkish Folk Dances (different figures in different regions, the best known folk dances names etc ) with their samples of their music and dance figures from internet e.g.Dances have different characteristics based on region and location and are generally engaged in during weddings, journeys to the mountains in the summer, when sending sons off to military service and during religious and national holidays.* The best known folk dances are:Horon: This Black Sea dance is performed by men only, dressed in black with silver trimmings. The dancers link arms and quiver to the vibrations of the kemençe, a primitive type of violin.Kaşık Oyunu:The Spoon Dance is performed from Konya to Silifke and consists of gaily dressed male and female dancers clicking out the dance rhythm with a pair of wooden spoons in each hand.Kılç Kalkan The Sword and Shield Dance of Bursa represents the Ottoman conquest of the city. It is performed by men only, dressed in early Ottoman battle dress, who dance to the sound of clashing swords and shields without music. Zeybek In this Aegean dance, colourfully dressed male dancers, called "Efe", symbolize courage and heroism. Ask children to choose their favourite folk dance with voting and make them record the data in a bar chart. * After the decision give to the children a full video clip of that dancing style and model the actions for the dance and say the verbs which are in imperative form(Bu bölümde zıpla-jump in this part, Burada yavaş dans et- dance slowly in at this point) . Children repeat and copy the actions. Present the vocabulary on the interactive whiteboard. Play the relevant extract from the dance to accompany with a picture. Divide the class into groups. Give each group the dance figures which they dance with to the music. Each child has to be involved. Remind children they will perform the dance in an assembly in front of the whole school.

Some children will not have made so much progress and will: understand the given instructions with the support of visual clues; respond with a single-word answer to questions about their favorite dance 

Some children will have progressed further and will: give extended descriptions in accurate Turkish, showing full attention to the given instruction in dancing
