	Activity ideas:
 Revise colours by playing Resme Dokun! (Touch the Picture). Select two children to come to the front. Have colour cards displayed on the wall. Call out one of the colours. The winner is the first child to touch the correct picture. Confident children may want to take on the role of the teacher.•Show images of the Islamic Art – Hat sanatı/Çini Sanatı.  Introduce new vocabulary Kalem/kağıt/ kamış/mürekkep, (pencil/paper/sraw/ink) Eğik /dik yazı (italic and straight writing) Kil/Toprak/seramik/çömlek/hamur (clay, soil/ceramic/pot/dough). Renkli, soluk/canlı renk, coloured/pale /vivid. Sert/sağlam(hard/strong)and give some info about İslamic Art e.g.  Islamic art encompasses the visual arts produced from the 7th century onwards by people (not necessarily Muslim) who lived within the territory that was inhabited by or ruled by culturally Islamic populations. The huge field of Islamic architecture is the subject of a separate article, leaving fields as varied as calligraphy, painting, glass, ceramics, and textiles, among others. Introduce to the class the names of the artists e.g. hathat (güzel yazı yazan sanatçı) /artist who can write beautifully) Çinici- the artist of Çini Sanatı.Remind the children of -ci/-cı/-cu/-cü suffix that is used to create profession names.*Give some descriptive words for art Çok modern / eski tarz / çok renkli (very modern/old style/very colourful) and ask them” Bu sanat eserini  nasıl buldun?” (What do you think about this art piece? ) e.g. Encourage children to give their comments with the new vocab.•Consolidate new vocabulary and practise pronunciation.. Let children examine the art pieces –a piece of çini ( a paint ceramic) and a piece of Hat (calligraphy). Let children draw simple figures that they see in the samples on mini-whiteboards or paper, and colour in if possible. Some children may wish to see more samples via internet link. •Encourage children working in pairs or small groups and ask the groups to talk about what they are doing/drawing or colouring, what materials they are using and which Islamic art sample they are examining etc. That helps children to develop their speaking skills •Children who find drawing difficult or time-consuming can be given the outlines of pre-drawn items on a worksheet. Some will benefit from having a semi-completed writing frame. •Extension: Children use a bilingual dictionary to look for other words connected to the Islamic Art. •Bring the picture to life by giving groups required materials to create their art piece e.g. clay, paint, ink etc. •At the end of the activity Invite children to write a poem with suitable adjectives for one of the art pieces on the board. • Remind them in poems they can use the verbs at the beginning of the sentences. Repeat it with one more art piece, and the class read these aloud. Ask them to write a poem for their art piece. Make them think how they could make their sentences more interesting and elicit suggestions for Turkish adjectives of colour etc. * Display the art pieces and the poems on the class wall or in the school corridor •Draw attention to a  tongue twister “Sanat sanat için mi, Sanat toplum için mi,çöz çözebilirsen hadi!” (Is art created for art’s sake or for society? Solve that dilemma if you can). Explain the meaning of that and ask them what they think. Bu konuda sen ne düşünüyorsun? (What do you think about that argument?)Sanat sanat için yapılır. (Art is created for art’s sake) / Sanat toplum için yapılır. (Art is created for society.)•Extension: Ask children to repeat the tongue twister. * Give  information about 23 Nisan.  Teach  children a 23 Nisan poem. Give new vocabulary and  read the poem a couple of times and let the children join. Display the words of the poem in the class. Extension: Write a 23 Nisan celebration  card to the Link School – Give the card template to the children. Sevgili  arkadaşım (Dear friend)  Çocuk Bayramın Kutlu Olsun (Have a Happy Children’s Day) Sevgiler(with love)
