	Activity ideas:.

Discuss with the children in English what learning activities they have enjoyed the most during the year( music, art, dancing, poetry), to remind them of the use of photos that were taken or power point presentations that were prepared during the year in class activities in Turkish lessons. Let them express their feelings in Turkish in the past tense.” Müzikten hoşlandım”. “Şarkı söylemekten hoşlandım”. “Dans etmekten hoşlandım”.”Şiir yazmaktan hoşlandım”.(I enjoyed music/singing a song/dancing/writing a poem)•Ask individual children to perform or show  the favourite piece of work that he/she has done during the year in Turkish lessons from their language portfolio.•Teach the class some praise words, eg bravo, harika, super, aferin  to congratulate children on their work •Show children a DVD clip or still image of a “desired end of year show”•Invite children to put all their effort  into performing an unforgettable “End of year show”. Create a Work shop- set up all the year’s resources and each group will have a turn on each table every ten mins.•Ask each group in which category (music-dance-poem writing and reading-art) they are going to perform. Give the sentences for asking permission. Dans edebilir miyim? And the replies: Evet/hayır .* Review the verbs to ensure good communication during the preparation of activities•Hold up flashcards for the verbs in random order and listen to the relevant answers. Atla/zıpla/koş/şarkı söyle/dans et/şiir oku…/jump/run/sing/dance/read a poem) After repeating the verbs ask children to show the verbs with their bodies. Ask them what they are doing and have the replies from around the class. Ne yapıyorsun? (what are you doing?)Dans ediyorum/şarkı söylüyorum (I am dancing/singing) *Remind them to use adverbs to describe their actions. Yavaş/hızlı koşuyorum /I am running slowly/fast* Ask them where they are doing the action. Sandalyenin/masanın yanında/altında/üzerinde(under/above/next to the chair/table) Give enough time for them to perform their activity . Use praise words around the class or help the groups  with their work in turn. Ask them for their evaluation on their performance. Sence nasıl?(how is it according to you?)Bence çok güzel/çirkin…(according to me it is very nice/ugly) * Explain to the children that they will be creating an end of year show invitation. Using a writing frame on the interactive whiteboard, model how to complete the invitation. Ask children to add the name of the person that they are inviting and also the date of the show. They can add in their names.
