	Activity ideas: 

Talk about the new year celebration in Turkey. Intoduce to the class the song-YENİ YIL HOŞGELDİN. Show the written form of the song and work on the pronunciation of the new vocabulary with the class. Let them listen to the song first and sing the song with the class. Repeat the classroom instructions during the activity. Make 5 groups for a singing contest and ask them to decide their group name. The group name should be one of the animals on the board. Discussion will be in Turkish with given questions in Core Language part. Give them modelling clay and ask them to shape their group animal while they are practising the song. When they are ready for the contest each group will perform the song. The class vote for the winner. The results will be represented by bar charts.

The prize of the contest is a game. The winning group will play “tavşan kaç” game with a group that they have chosen among the others. (Tavşan Kaç game: Make a circle. Pick two children to be a rabbit and a greyhound with counting 1-20.  The rabbit pretends to sleep in the middle of the circle. The greyhound will be outside the circle and walk around the circle. The children in the circle say”Tavşan kaç, tazı tut” (go rabbit, catch the greyhound). The rabbit goes out of the circle and starts to run. The greyhound tries to catch the rabbit. If the rabbit can get into the circle before he/she gets caught, he/she will be rescued. The game continues with a new rabbit and a greyhound.

Song and words for Yeni yıl hoş geldin. • Flashcards or props to represent characters in the song• Digit cards 11–20• modelling clay, string and a tool to make animal shapes• Animal flashcards. Picture cards for instructions on making animal shapes (for children needing extra support) • Rabbit and greyhound costumes. Mini-whiteboards (to write the group name on, voting etc).        

 Cross curriculum link: 

Primary framework for literacy: extend their vocabulary, exploring the meanings and sounds of new words (foundation stage);read high- and medium-frequency words independently and automatically; listen to others in class, ask relevant questions and follow instructions (year 2) Primary framework for mathematics: use bar charts to represent results Music: identify and respond to sound patterns in language; listen with attention to detail and internalise and recall sounds with increasing aural memory PE: Running and stopping –controlling body ICT: Children can get help from internet to make animal shapes out of modelling clay PSHCE: think about the lives of people living in other places and how people celebrate the new year

Assessment ideas: traffic lights – self/group evaluation

Learning outcomes: 

Most children will: know a new year song in Turkish; understand numbers 1–20 and use some of these out of sequence; begin to understand about simple plurals and pronounce these correctly; respond to spoken instructions to make a game; begin to develop skills in communicating inTurkish in pairs and groups; recognise some familiar words in written form; experiment with writing simple words; pronounce sounds –ler/-lar 

Some children will not have made so much progress and will: join in with a song or game by making a physical response or showing a flashcard; respond to questions or instructions with support from visual clues; recognise numbers 1–20; identify common nouns when these are repeated several times 

Some children will have progressed further and will: sing a song from memory, with clear pronunciation; sequence number words to 20 and write some of them from memory; sequence written instructions; take the lead in using previously learnt language to devise a new game
