	Activity ideas:  Show children the web- page of a Turkish shop. Look at the layout of the site. Discuss how the information is presented and ways in which it has been made to look attractive, eg use of colour, fonts and pictures.•
Ask children to look closely at the items(especially foods and drinks) and their prices. What are the differences and similarities compared with an English shop?•Focus on one page of the website. Point to various objects and say “Bunu seviyorum/Onu sevmiyorum” with appropriate facial expressions, voice tone or gestures such as thumbs up / thumbs down. Ask children what they think you are saying. Practise as a whole class, saying the words and using appropriate gestures.•Hold up some items or point to pictures and ask Bunu (süt) seviyor musun? Children reply with words and gestures. Hayır, sevmiyorum. /Evet, seviyorum. * Children work in pairs. Teacher sets up a role play area in the class. If possible dısplay some original food packages and drinks that are available in a traditional Turkish shop. If this is not possible display photos of them. (e.g. cheese, olives, pasta boxes, traditional breads)
Using a shopping conversation! 

Customer:  Merhaba! Bir şişe süt alabilir miyim? (Hello, can I have a bottle of milk please?)

Seller :       Buyurun (Here you go.)

Customer:  Bu süt bozuk, bunu değiştirebilir misiniz lütfen? (The milk is out of date. Could you please change it?)

Seller:        Çok özür dilerim. Lütfen bunu alın. (I am so sorry. Please take this)

Customer: Anlayışınız için teşekkür ederim.(Thank you for your understanding)

Seller:       Rica ederim. Uyardığınız için ben teşekkür ederim. (I thank you for letting me know.)

Customer: Süt ne kadar? (How much is the milk?)

Seller:       1.50 TL (Turkish Lira)

Customer: Buyurun. (Here you are.)

Seller:       Teşekkür ederim. İyi günler (Thank you. Have a nice day)

Customer: Siz de iyi günler. (You have a nice day too)

The children can change the item, prices etc when they repeat the conversation. They can also add a couple of complaints into their conversations.e.g. Dükkan çok pis. (The shop is very dirty.)Bundan şikayetçiyim.(I have complaints about it.) Another activity can be filling a questionnaire about breakfast habits. Teacher preapares a questionnaire and gives it to the class. Children answer the questions in pairs. One asks, the other answers etc. e.g. Kahvaltıda ne yersiniz? (What do you eat for breakfast?)Siz kahvaltıda ne yersiniz? (What do you eat for breakfast?)Kahvaltıda zeytin, peynir, domates ve yumurta yerim.( I eat olives, cheese, tomato and egg for breakfast.)Çay içerim. (I drink tea.)

Play a game “Find the Shop”. Teacher gives the class directions to a particular shop.(sağa dön, sola dön, arkaya bak, düz git, yolun sonunda, sağında, solunda) and displays a map on the board. Teacher chooses a shop from the map and asks the class the question: e.g. Kebapçı nerede? (Where is the Kebab House?) Then teacher give the class directions to that shop. The children follow the directions and say the shop name. After a demo, teacher divides the class into 5 groups (give one native speaker-if possible-to the groups)and gives them a copy of the map to play the game. Extension: At the end of the game each player can buy an item from that shop.

If possible teacher takes the class shopping to a real Turkish shop. Before visiting the shop, children prepare a shopping list and make a budget for it. After the visit they can check from the receipt if they did the right budgeting for the items. The class also write a formal letter to the shop thanking or making a complaint. Teacher gives them a letter template.

Learning outcomes: 

Most children will: ask for certain drinks and foods; understand sums of money; understand and use a range of vocabulary relating to a shop scene;develop skills in communicating in groups, using language learnt in the unit; develop their understanding of how sounds are represented in writing

Some children will not have made so much progress and will: : listen and respond to the names of drinks and foods; initiate dialogue when working in a group with considerable support; respond with Evet or Hayýr, gestures or short answers when asked if they like a food or drink,refer to a pattern when writing a letter

Some children will have progressed further and will: initiate a dialogue in Turkish when working with a group; write a letter without a pattern, show confident recall of known language and structures
