	Activity ideas 

•Discuss with children how Turkish people say the year, eg 1923 (bindokuzyüzyirmiüç). Use this as an opportunity to practise numbers again; for example, give children a year, eg 1975, and they work out how to say it in Turkish. Work on current date as well. eg 2012 (ikibinoniki). •Divide the class into two teams. Give each team the same set of word cards with numbers that can form a year, eg multiples of 10 to 100 and numbers from zero to 9. Distribute the cards so that each child has one. Call out a year, and children race to order themselves to show that year, eg bindokuzyüzotuzsekiz (1938). •Challenge children to work out how to say the year in which they were born. •Show children two pictures of their town – one from the past with the heading (for example) 1900’de Londra, and one in the present with the heading Bugün Londra (Londra today). Teach past continuous tense and review present continuous tense. E.g. “1900’de Londra’da insanlar at arabası kullanıyorlardı.” “Şimdi Londra’da insanlar araba kullanıyorlar.” (In the 1900s people were using horse drawn carriages in London.) (Now, people use cars in London.)Ask children what they’ve noticed about the two statements.•Teach children that the past tense of VAR (There is/are) is VARDI (There was/were) and negative form “YOK” (There isn’t/aren’t) is “YOKTU” (There wasn’t/weren’t)

 (Write these on the board. Children stand up. Make some statements about places in a town in the past and present, eg Süpermarket var. Fırın vardı. (There is a supermarket / There was a bakery). Children step forward when they hear a present tense statement and step back when they hear a past tense statement. Practise this a few times before letting confident children lead the game. •Extend language to say what places there are/there aren’t in your home town and encourage children to use adjectives too, eg Londra’da büyük bir saray var (In London there is a big palace ...)•Teacher encourages children to use a connective word, “AMA” (but) and linking the two sentences together. One child says the first half of the sentence and the other continues with ama bugün ... (but today ...) e.g. Eskiden at arabası vardı ama bugün metro var. ( In the olden days there were horse drawn carriages but now there is the underground) 

 •To review the related vocabulary with “İstanbul Then and Now” presentation teacher displays the pictures for familiar words on the board, eg etek/ceket/şapka/ dükkan / deniz / vapur / köprü/ saray/gökdelen (skirt/suit/hat/shop/sea/boat/bridge/palace/skyscraper). Next to each picture write the first letter for each word, with dashes for the missing letters. Invite children to take part in a memory challenge, where everyone tries to remember three words silently, then compares with a partner. Each pair then tries to recall five other words related to buildings, clothes, vehicles, shopping places. Feed back as a class •On different parts of the board, display images and words for some new vocabulary related to the films that the children are going to watch from internet addresses e.g. vehicles: at arabası,otomobil,vapur, kayık, tramvay clothes and accessories: etek,çarşaf,şalvar,fes, baston,şemsiye, items at shops:sepet, testi,nargile places in town:hisar,çeşme, cami, buildings: yalı,saray, apartman,gökdelen*Then give each pair of children a set of word cards and images to match up. *Visit the following addresses and show to the children İstanbul Then and Now presentations

•Ask children what they have noticed about the change in İstanbul. Ask them to compare then and now. E.g. Eskiden insanlar fes takıyordu ama şimdi şapka takıyorlar. (In old days people were wearing fez but now they are wearing hat.)

•Discuss with children in English how they think their town might have changed in the last 10 years. Are there any shops they remember that are no longer there? What about houses? Why do they think towns change? Do they think it is good that towns change in this way? 

•Display a descriptive writing text on the board and invite children to find the adjectives.. Talk about strategies that children used to help them understand the text. Which words/phrases did they find particularly easy/difficult to understand and why? Draw particular attention to the use of adjectives. •Invite children to come to the board and highlight the adjectives in a different colour *Ask children what they notice about the adjectives. Draw attention to the fact that all of them are before a noun. 

•Read the writing text again. Show children two pictures of İstanbul – one from the past with a heading (for example) “1900’de  İstanbul” , and one in the present with the “Bugün İstanbul” . Say a sentence, pointing to the picture from the present day, eg Bugün İstanbul kalabalık (Today, İstanbul is busy). Then make a similar statement pointing to the picture from the past, eg 1900’de İstanbul kalabalık değildi. (In1900, İstanbu wasn’t busy). Ask children what they’ve noticed about the two statements. •Teach children that the past tense of değil-değildi and “değil” is used to negate the sentence.* Let the class see İstanbul presentations from the above mentioned addresses. Divide the class into 5 groups and give each group a different task to search from the presentation. (clothes and accessories, buildings, vehicles etc.) Ask children to make notes on mini-whiteboards while they are watching the presentation, in English or in Turkish. They discuss their notes within their groups before feeding back to the class.*Explain to children that they are going to create an old İstanbul brochure to display on the class wall. •Use a plan–do–review strategy to create the brochure which can be done by hand or with publishing software. •Give children the opportunity to present their brochures to one another in groups or pairs and to evaluate each other’s work using ‘two stars and a wish’. Children could share their evaluations with the class and the brochures could be used to create a class display or sent to a partner school.
