	Activity ideas:  

Talk about the national and religious celebrations/holidays in Turkey. Give the names and the dates to the class. Ask them to create a Turkish calendar with pictures/photos within their groups to mark the holidays.(The holidays/celebrations in Turkey and England) Let them to compare two countries’ holidays/celebrations with the given question form: (………hangi ay?)

Intoduce to the class the song-23 Nisan. Show the written form of the song and work on the pronunciation of the new vocabulary with the class. Let them listen to the song first and sing the song with the class. Teacher will use praise words to encourage the class.(Aferin!...) The children will write a card to a link school in Turkey to celebrate their Children’s Day. The style of address, the words and phrases they will need will be given to the class to use in their writing. (Sevgili..) Children will be warned about Turkish vowels and consonants  (i/ı,u/ü….s/ş,c/ç…)They have to be corrected. Give a simple example to show how important the dots can be in writing in Turkish.(öl-to die, ol-to be) Give the class the basic info about Turkish sentence structure.(S+O+V) Ask three chidren to come up in front of the class. Give them the big flashcards that show the words separately (written Ben/ okula/ gidiyorum.) Ask them to put the words in correct order to create a sentence. Explain subject, object and verb. Ask them to turn the cards.(written I am/ going/ to school) Talk about the differences between two languages( English-Turkish). To celebrate achievements organize an assembly and let  the class perform  their songs in Turkish.

Learning outcomes: 

Most children will: develop their understanding of the way sounds are represented in writing; copy accurately in writing some key words from the unit for the card; sing a song from memory; be aware of Turkish sentence structure and recognise subject-object-verb; remember most of the months and the holidays; recognise the vowels and consonants 

Some children will not have made so much progress and will: understand and respond to simple questions with prompts or visual support; understand  months and holidays with the support of visual clues; refer to text or visual clues when singing songs; copy or label using single words or short phrases in card writing. 

Some children will have progressed further and will:sing a song from memory, with clear pronunciation; ask simple questions and write vowels and consonants in the right forms using mainly memorised language; begin to apply correct sentence structure.
