	Activity ideas: 

Introduce children to Turkish sufi music by playing it and give some background information about it. Show children some traditional Turkish art pieces (İznik Art). Ask children to draw lines on the paper plates which divide them into four parts when the music starts. Remind them when the music stop they have to listen carefully for the next step. Then they will draw the same lines on to the art patterns before they start to draw the pattern onto the plates accordingly. They may search different İznik Art pieces from the internet. When the children are ready to paint, stop the music and teach them the colours. Use flashcards and coloured objects. Give them the coloured paint while repeating the names of the colours and ask them their favourite colour and their colour choices to use on the plates. Remind them colour names are adjectives and in Turkish as in English they are used to describe the nouns. So they have to use colours before the nouns. Give examples. (kırmızı kalem etc) Also teach them the meaning ile(with) and the usage of different forms.(müzikle/müzik ile ) When they have finished stop the music and ask them to describe what they have done. (Müzikle resim çizdim. Güzel desen çizdim. Kırmızı ve mavi ile boyadım. Kurumaya bıraktım.)

*Picture flashcards or interactive whiteboard images to show some art pieces (Ýznik Art)*large colour cards and children’s individual colour cards *paints *brushes *paper plates to colour *mevlevi music cd helps children to focus on painting Ýznik Art.

Cross curriculum link:

Learning outcomes: 

Most children will: develop their understanding of the way sounds are represented in writing; recognise and respond to the questions about their likes; listen and respond to the instructions; describe the colour of an art piece; begin to use colour adjectives with nouns and instrumental case(ile,-le,-la) in different forms. 

Some children will not have made so much progress and will: understand and respond to simple questions with prompts or visual support; understand  colours with the support of visual clues; 

Some children will have progressed further and will: ask simple questions and write set phrases using mainly memorised language; begin to apply aspects of grammar in new contexts
