	Activity ideas: 

Give info about Nasreddin Hoca to the children - when he lived, why his stories are so famous in Turkish culture. Introduce the new words and phrases to the class with the help of interactive whiteboard and flashcards. Read the story to the class with the help of the power point presentation. Create a story board on sugar paper or on the interactive whiteboard. Introduce some key language for retelling the story in Turkish. Ask children to retell and act out the story of Nasrettin Hoca ve Eþeði in pairs. Choose a pair and ask them to act out the story in front of the class. Feed back as a whole class. Ask the children to compare traditional stories-similarities and differences.Give the envelopes which have the pictures of the story, labels numbered one to ten and the related sentences. Ask children to work with a partner to decide the correct sequence. Display the pictures for each part in the class to remind them the story. Give the class 4 different animal names in Turkish and ask them retell the story with these animals.(At,inek,koyun,deve) Listen to and sing Ali Baba song with the class to teach more animal names.

Some children will not have made so much progress and will: count backwards 10 to 1 with help; refer to visual clues when they say the animal names; form short phrases that contain an adjective and a noun. 
Some children will have progressed further and will: write and say phrases from memory, with clear pronunciation and meaning; produce extended descriptions in Turkish with attention to correct sentence structure
