	Activity ideas: 

Revisit the previous learning with the new vocabulary “clothing” Give the new words for clothing and props to match seasons which are given in unit 7. Play Ne giyersin/takarsýn? (What Do You Wear?) Mention the difference between the verbs, tak- and giy-.Display a selection of clothing and props to match seasons, eg gloves, sunglasses, umbrella, etc. Invite children to come to the front. Call out a season. Children select an appropriate prop or item of clothing. During the activity the teacher uses sententences in present continuous tense. Teacher divides the class into 5 groups. One native speaker child in each group if possible. Give them an envelope containing a set of sentences cut up. The groups’ members work on the jumbled up words to make a meaningful sentence. The teacher makes sure that these senences are used in the class activity have been used previously. Teacher also reminds the class that “ºimdi” (now) refers to a time expression which is used in present continuous tense.Then give the groups the question sentences and answers. For example: Kýrmýzý etek seviyor musun? Evet, seviyorum it. / Do you like the red skirt? Yes, I like it. Küpe seviyor musun? Hayýr, sevmiyorum. /Do you like the earrings? No, I don’t like them. Revisit the previous learning-colours unit 4 and the children in the groups describe their outfits to each other using colour words. For example; Ben gri etek/pantalon, beyaz gömlek ve kýrmýzý hýrka giyiyorum. Kýrmýzý kravat takýyorum. (I am wearing a grey skirt/grey trousers, a white shirt and a red cardigan. I am wearing a red tie.)Teacher gives the groups some Turkish magazines and newspapers which show dresses of famous people. Ask them to describe the outfits of celebrities.The teacher asks one of the children to wear the traditional Turkish wedding costume and asks the class to describe the outfit after giving some brief information about the traditional wedding ceremony in Turkey with a software presentation. At the end of the unit teacher teaches the parts of the body and the children sing the song “Head, Shoulders, Knees and Toes” in Turkish.

Resources: 

Word cards with pictures of clothing and props to match seasons. Phrases or sentences cut into strips•Jumbled sentences on card or strips of paper• Turkish fashion magazines and newspapers, Turkish traditional wedding costume. Traditional wedding ceremony software presentation. 

Cross curriculum link:

Learning outcomes: 

Most children will: understand and say appropriate verbs for clothes and accessories; say which clothes they might wear in different conditions; respond appropriately when asked the parts of the body; use the new language in a short presentation 

Some children will not have made so much progress and will: understand and say the names of some clothes and accessories, the parts of the body with clues; need prompting to recall vocabulary and structures 

Some children will have progressed further and will: describe their outfits with correct verbs; memorise all the body parts, cope with retrieving information from extended descriptions; take part in a presentation using mainly memorised language
