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THE EIFFEL TOWER

Gustave Eiffel won the competition organised to build a
monument for the Universal Exhibition of 1889. His
design was chosen and 320 workers assembled the two
and a half million rivets. 300 people signed a petition
against it but the tower has stayed ever since and has
become the symbol of Paris.

The metallic frame weighs 700 tonnes and every seven
years 52 tonnes of paint are needed to repaint it.

Its height is 320,75 m.
