Unit 16 Am Strand (Beach Scene)
Learning Objectives:
Pupils use both new and familiar language to describe a painting.  The painting used here is Kreidenfelsen auf Rügen (“Chalk Cliffs on Rügen”) by Caspar David Friedrich.  Pupils use their knowledge to write and perform their own poetry inspired the painting.  Phonic focus: st.
	Section 1 – week 1.
Learning objectives:

Pupils listen out for and correctly identify specific words and phrases, use previous knowledge and context to determine the meaning of new vocabulary and pronounce short phrases with sufficient accuracy to relay information to others.
	Resources

	KS2 Framework Objectives for the section

	Practise known questions and answers.

Revise colours by playing Findet die Farbe (Find the Colour).  Select 2 pupils to come to the front.  Have colour cards displayed on the wall.  Call out one of the colours.  The winner is the first pupil to touch the correct picture.  Confident pupils may want to take on the role of the teacher.
Show pupils an image of the Caspar David Friedrich painting Kreidefelsen auf Rügen (“Chalk Cliffs on Rügen”). 
Tell pupils the title in English, and explain that Rügen is an island in the Baltic Sea, and in groups or pairs ask them to think of answers (in English) to questions such as: When do you think the picture was painted?  Who do you think the people are?  What do you think they are doing?  You may want to give each group or pair a copy of the picture to use as a prompt. 

Introduce new vocabulary and revise colours by describing an item, e.g.:

Der Himmel ist blau (the sky is blue)

Der erste Hut ist schwarz (the first hat is black)

Der zweite Hut ist braun (the second hat is brown)

Das Meer ist blau and grün (the sea is blue and green)

Das Kleid ist rot (the dress is red)

Die Bäume sind grün (the trees are green)

Die Felsen sind weiß (the cliffs are white)

Pupils indicate which part of the picture you are describing.  This can be done by inviting one pupil to point to the correct part or by small groups working on their own copy of the picture.
Repeat with the other items.  Discuss the fact that the last 2 items are “sind”, while the others use “ist”.  Why do pupils think this is?  Draw attention to der, die, das and die (plural).

Consolidate new vocabulary and practise pronunciation by playing some picture flashcard games (see unit 6 section 1 and unit 12 section 1).  To consolidate knowledge of gender, make 4 columns on the board with the headings der, die, das and die (plural).  Ask pupils to place flashcards under the correct heading.

Read out more simple descriptions, such as Die Blätter sind grün, die Felsenn sind weiß, etc.  Pupils draw a quick picture on mini-whiteboards or paper, and colour it in.  Pupils who find drawing difficult or time-consuming can be given the outlines of pre-drawn items on a worksheet.  
Choose 7 pupils to come to the front of the class to hold the 7 picture flashcards.  Distribute 7 text cards, e.g. Das Kleid ist rot, to other pupils and ask them to come to the front to find the matching picture.  Pupils work as a team to help each other.  When pupils have matched up, tell the pair who is holding, for instance, the picture and text for Der erste Hut ist schwarz, to lift them up into the air.

As a table activity, give each group a set of statements about the picture, and they have to decide which ones are richtig and which are falsch, e.g. Der Himmel ist schwarz.  Nein, das ist falsch.  Der Himmel ist…This will encourage discussion in German.

Show Rügen on a map.

During the week pupils in groups could use a bi-lingual dictionary to look for some verbs connected to the picture and to make a note of them ready for their next German lesson:
Segeln to sail

Knien to kneel

Zuschauen to watch

Stehen to stand

Sitzen to sit

Rich-tich/fal-sh

(The ch as in the English word “loch”).
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	Section 2 – week 2.
Learning objectives:

Pupils recall, retain and use words, phrases and sentences with increasing accuracy and use actions and mime to aid memorization.


	Resources

	KS2 Framework Objectives for the section

	Revise vocabulary and phrases from the previous section by playing Noughts and Crosses.  Say Wir werden Kreise und Kreuzen spielen.  In each square put a noun and a colour, i.e. in the form of a picture flashcard from which pupils have to make a phrase, e.g. Die Felsen sind weiß, in order to have their O or X placed where they wish.  Next to this will be a blank grid where the Os and Xs will be placed. 
Ask pupils to give their answers for the verbs they looked up in the previous section.
Show the Friedrich painting.  Introduce some verbs – with nouns that pupils may have looked up in a bi-lingual dictionary in the previous section:

Das Boot segelt (the boat is sailing)

Der erste Mann kniet (the second man is kneeling)

Der zweite Mann schaut zu (the second man is looking)

Der zweite Mann steht (the second man is standing)

Die Frau zeigt auf etwas (the woman is pointing at something)

Die Frau sitzt (the woman is sitting)

Das Wetter ist sonnig (the weather is sunny)

Point to the relevant part of the picture and say each sentence.  Ask pupils for a translation of what you are saying.
Draw pupils’ notice to the fact that the verbs they looked up are the infinitives or titles of the verbs and that when used to say what something/one is doing, the en at the end is replaced by a t.

Say:

Was macht das Boot?  Das Boot segelt.

Then repeat the answer with pupils repeating and miming.

Do the same for:

Was macht der erste Mann? Der erste Mann steht und der erste Mann schaut zu.

Was macht der zweite Mann? Der zweite Mann kniet.

Was macht die Frau?  Die Frau sitzt und zeigt auf etwas.

Wie ist das Wetter?  Das Wetter ist sonnig.

Some pupils could replace the nouns in their replies to the questions with personal pronouns er/sie/es (he/she/it), e.g.

Er schaut zu

Sie zeigt auf etwas

Es segelt

Es ist sonnig

Bring the picture to life by giving groups part of the picture to freeze-frame.  Each part is brought to life when each group hears their phrase.

“Conduct” the class picture.  Indicate to groups when they should start their mime.  The also repeat their phrase until directed to stop.  Repeat, with pupils taking on the role of conductor.  Encourage less confident pupils to take on this role, to increase their self-esteem.

Play Secret Signal with 2 of the sentences.

You could zoom in on different sections of the painting and capture the screen.  Save the different segments as separate screens on the interactive whiteboard.  Pupils could identify figures they have found in enlarged segments of the picture, dress up as those characters and adopt the same pose.  They could also recreate the segment as freeze-frame.  Digital photographs of the pose will stimulate descriptions, as well as helping pupils to develop a deeper understanding of the whole painting.

Pupils could bring the picture to life as a dance.

The structure (werden + infinitive) can become a very useful part of your everyday classroom language, as it can be used throughout the day in different contexts.  The following would be used when speaking to one pupil:

Was wirst du in der Pause machen? (vass virst do in dare pow-za mach-n) = What are you going to do/will you do at breaktime?

Answer:

Ich werde Fußball spielen (ee-h verda fuhs-bahl sh-peel-en) = I am going to play/will play football.

Then there is:

Was werden wir jetzt machen? (vass verd-en veer yet-st mach-en) = What are we going to do/will do now?
Wir werden ein Lied singen (veer verd-en eyen lead zingen).

Throughout the week play Hans sagt (Simon says) with the sentences.
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	Section 3 – week 3.
Learning objectives:

Pupils write words, phrases and sentences using a model and understand how a simple sentence is written.

	Play Stations with the sentences in the previous section.  Read each one, when they have been placed randomly around the classroom, with pupils before the game begins.
Display the Friedrich picture.  As a class, match sentence cards from the last 2 units, e.g. Das Kleid ist rot.  Das Boot segelt to the picture.  Choose a different pupil each time to be at the board to place the sentence card on the picture.

Give pairs of pupils a picture or postcard of a beach scene and a set of all the sentences and introduce the word der Strand (the beach).  Invite them to use the sentence cards as a model to write some sentences to describe their beach.  Invite one of the pairs to write one of their sentences on the board and read it aloud.  

Reproduce the background from the painting, represented by 3 horizontal bands: the lower one is green to represent the grass, the middle one is white to represent the chalk cliffs and the top one is blue to represent the sea.  Create some flashcard figures that can be added to the background to populate the scene.  Use the picture to model a description that adapts and extends that of the painting.

Display some examples of adjectives, e.g. klein (small), alt (old), jung (young), rot (red) und schön (beautiful).

Next to these, write some phrases on the board, e.g. 

Der alte Mann

Die schöne Frau

Das kleine Boot  

Die weißen Felsen

Ask the pupils what they have noticed about how the adjectives have changed in these phrases and invite volunteers to come to the board and underline the additional e or en.  Write another few phrases on the board with the adjective missing, e.g.

Der …Mann

Die…Frau

Das…Boot

Die ...Baüme

Ask pupils to work in pairs using mini-whiteboards to suggest suitable adjectives for the phrases and how these should be written.

Show pupils a number of the sentences that do not contain adjectives from section 2, e.g. Die Frau zeigt auf etwas, der Mann steht.  Ask pupils, in pairs, to suggest how these could be made more interesting by adding adjectives (you may want to provide a word bank of adjectives for support or some pupils could use bi-lingual dictionaries).  Give pupils a few minutes to write their sentences on their mini-whiteboards before asking for feedback.

Pupils could draw their own beach scene and write sentences to describe it.  This can be done on the computer.

An adjective has an e added at the end if it is between the singular definite article and the noun and en added at the end if it is between the plural definite article and the noun.
Boy-ma
Throughout the week, read out one of the sentences but with an element changed, e.g das rote Boot segelt becomes das weiße Boot segelt.  Pupils identify which element has changed.
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	Section 4 – week 4.
Learning objectives:

Pupils identify features of beaches in the UK and abroad and identify key features of a spoken and written text.

	KS2 Framework Objectives for the section

	Use a selection of photos or postcards of beaches in the UK and Germany to revise language from the unit.
Discuss, in English, similarities and differences between beaches and coastlines in the UK and abroad.  Rügen, the Baltic island in the painting, could be compared with, for example, the Isle of Wight.  Pupils may have personal experiences to share.  It may be appropriate to discuss the industries in different coastal area, e.g. Shipping, fishing, tourism.

Introduce names for some additional features in the photos or postcards, e.g.
Die Bucht (the bay)

Der Fels (the cliff)

Die Höhle (the cave)

Die Muscheln (the shells)

Die Steine (the rocks)

Die Kiesel (the pebbles)

Die Möwen (the seagulls)

Die Wellen (the waves)

Table groups could each be given one of the words to look up in a bi-lingual dictionary first.  When each group gives the translation, write the word under one of 4 columns, der, die, das and die (plural).  This time there will be nothing under the das column.

Say each word and pupils chorus.
Have picture flashcards and play Repeat if it is True.

Phonic focus: st in Strand, Steine.  Ask pupils to write “st” in the air while saying the sound (“sht”).  Practise this sound by doing a Mexican wave around the class.
Play Wer hat etwas gesagt: (Who spoke?) to consolidate the new words.  (See unit 13 section 3).

Show pupils the written words on text cards.  Ask individual pupils to come out and match the text to the pictures.  Play Zeigt mir (Show me). 

Give pupils, in pairs, a copy of the poem Am Strand:

Man nehme die Sonne.
Dann kommt der Sand dazu.

Und jetzt ein Boot.

Das Boot ist rot.

Die Möwen schreien,

Die Wellen plätschern.

Dann Menschen, die schwimmen,

Und viele Muscheln, die weiß sind.

Lass die Sonne

Eine Woche lang scheinen.

Dann hast du ihn – den Strand von Brighton!

Take the sun

Then add some sand.

And now a boat.

The boat is red.

The seagulls cry,

The waves splash,

Then people, who are swimming.

And many white shells.

Let the sun shine

For one week.

Then you’ve got it – Brighton beach!

They are going to play at being “language detectives”.  Read the poem aloud as pupils listen, and ask them to make a gesture when they hear or read a word they understand.  Some pupils may find it useful to have picture clues to help them understand the text.  Pupils could also be given picture flashcards, which they hold up when they hear the corresponding noun.

Pupils continue to work on the text in pairs.  They read it to themselves and underline, in 3 different colours, nouns, adjectives and verbs.  As a class, they discuss strategies for working out the meaning of unfamiliar language.

Invite children to insert an adjective before a noun in the text and say their phrase to the class, e.g. die gelbe Sonne.  The others listen out for the adjectival ending.

During the week practise reading the poem.
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	Section 5 – week 5.
Learning objectives:

Pupils choose words, phrases and sentences for a class poem.
	Resources
	Notes (including phonic focus and daily activities)
	KS2 Framework Objectives for the section

	Select one of the photos or postcards showing a beach, or one of the lakes in Germany, Switzerland or Austria.  Explain to the pupils that, together, they are going to create a poem about the picture.
Display a large version of the poem Am Strand from the previous section and point out the instruction words, which might be used in a recipe, e.g. man nehme, lass ((you) take, let).  Mime the verbs and invite pupils to guess their meaning.  Pupils chorus the pronunciation.

Explain to pupils that they are going to help you create a “recipe”, like Am Strand, for the place in the picture.

As a whole class, underline the adjectives that pupils looked out for in the previous section, e.g. rot.  Ask pupils to give suggestions for other adjectives to replace those in the poem.  Using an interactive whiteboard or sticky labels, insert pupils’ suggestions into the poem and re-read.  Repeat this process with some of the nouns, e.g. Muscheln might be replaced with Steine.  Most pupils will find an illustrated word bank helpful.

Some pupils may be able to develop the poem by adding similies, e.g. Die Möwen schreien wie Kinder (the seagulls cry like children).

Pupils can extend lines further with adjectives and adverbs, e.g. Das kleine Boot ist rot. (The little boat is red) or Die frechen Möwen schreien laut (the cheeky seagulls cry loudly).

	Little Linguist for a map of the 3 German speaking countries.
	Look at a map of Germany, Switzerland and Austria and invite pupils to comment on where people might go on holiday.  For example, you might look at Germany and notice that only the northern part has a coastline.  The rest of the country is landlocked.  Discuss with pupils some popular holiday spots in Germany, Switzerland and Austria.  For example, people might holiday at a lakeside beach.
An illustrated word bank can help pupils develop the ability to retrieve and reuse language learnt in previous contexts.

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	Section 6 – week 6.
Learning objectives:

Pupils choose words, phrases and sentences to create a poem and read their poem to an audience.
	Resources
	Notes (including phonic focus and daily activities)
	KS2 Framework Objectives for the section

	Read the class poem from the previous section and remind pupils how it was constructed.
Pupils work in pairs or individually to create their own poems about Friedrich’s picture.  Pupils will benefit from a writing frame and an illustrated word bank.  Encourage pupils to think about how they can use ICT or style of handwriting to present their poetry.

As extension give pupils some of the phrases to create sentences with, e.g. Der Wind weht. (The wind blows).  They can investigate other adjectives by using a bi-lingual dictionary.

In pairs or individually, pupils read their poems aloud to the class.

The class evaluate the poems and suggest “two stars and a wish” (2 things that they liked about a poem and one idea for improving it).  Encourage them to use some German words and phrases learnt in previous units in their evaluations.


	
	During the week pupils can work on the written presentation of their poems.
