Daily Activities for MFL

How you can incorporate MFL in daily classroom routines:

· Greeting the children, ask the children to greet visitors to the class in another language
· Asking how the children are feeling, what the weather is like, what the date is today

· Taking the register/lunch register – good morning/good afternoon, saying their number in the register, saying if they are a packed lunch in the language

· Recapping taught vocabulary during the register by the children saying their name and then a fruit in the target language (could extend for some by adding descriptions and detail e.g. une pomme verte)

· Writing the date 

· Mental maths starters, using number fans, counting, simple +, -, x, ÷ sums

· Lining up – saying those that are wearing a particular colour can line up, etc

· Label classroom objects/subjects in both languages

· Games revising basics such as colours, numbers, days, months such as ‘fruit salad’

· Singing happy birthday

· Playing Bingo, Simon says, the police game, splat/gladiators, your majesty

· Checking against the success criteria at the end of any lesson with the traffic light system or thumbs up/down/to the side
