	Pack 4: vocabulary re school – classroom objects, timetables, subjects; to develop grammatical knowledge of use of pronouns; to form feminine and plural of an adjective; days of week; months of year; to ask and give date; nos. 21-31; to ask for and say a birthday; to ask for and give an age; further classroom instructions; to conjugate and use the verb ‘to have’; to compare life in France and England.

	Pack 5: names of Christmas related objects; Christmas traditions in French families; what French families traditionally eat at Christmas; how to take part in a simple play.

	Sports d’hiver
	Pack 6: to describe winter sports’ activities; names of winter sports’ clothing and how to describe what they or others are wearing; to express preferences related to sports; names for parts of body and how to say that a part of the body is hurting; seasons; to write a postcard.

	Charmante la Forêt
	Pack 7: vocabulary re shops and shopping; to ask for and give directions; to say where they live and where Luc and Lucie live; vocabulary for items sold in a café; how to take part in a role play asking for food and drink in the café; nos. 31-100; pets; to give information about pets and take part in a role play.

	Pack 8: vocabulary re wild animals; to ask and answer questions on families; to state preferences re wild animals; to name the different continents stating the origin of wild animals; to use adjectives to describe a wild animal; to know and use methods of transport.

	Mardi Gras
	Pack 9: how to name their Mardi Gras costumes; instructions for making a mask; how Shrove Tuesday is celebrated in France.

	Pâques
	Pack 10: Easter greetings; to ask for a variety of Easter chocolate eggs, rabbits, etc.; to say what they received for Easter; to write an invitation.

	Paris
	Pack 11: different ways of asking for and giving directions; to recognise different monuments in Paris; how to use the Métro; vocabulary and phraseology used to buy souvenirs.
There follows a section in English to read after Paris and before Madagascar.

	Pack 12: time on the hour; how to count up to 100; vocabulary for geographical features; to identify geographical features on a map; to understand and produce a weather forecast; to know and use the points of the compass; time – half past, quarter to/past; vocabulary for clothes needed on a beach holiday; immediate future.

	Pack 13: to form and use the superlative of an adjective; to learn and conjugate the verb ‘pouvoir’; to name previously learnt and additional buildings; rooms in house; past tense with ‘er’ verbs; more complex negatives; how to describe hair and eyes.

	Canada
	Pack 14: names and descriptions of the flags of twelve countries; to identify the main points in a spoken passage; to read and understand a longer passage; to read and understand the meaning of a letter; to write a letter using a model; to build sentences into a short story; to take the part of a character in a play and perform to an audience.

	Pack 15: story in English about the end of the adventure.
