	Revise previously learnt verbs expressing likes/dislikes by asking for thumb(s) up/down when you say: Me gusta(n)/Me encanta(n)/No me gusta(n)/Odio.
 Put the 1 picture flashcard of vegetables on board and enact a role play with a puppet: ¿Te gustan las verduras? Sí, me gustan las verduras/No odio las verduras using tone of voice to help with understanding. Ask pupils to tell you what the conversation was about.  
Throw soft ball to pupils and ask the above question, encouraging pupils to reply in a sentence.
Teach the 6 vegetables with picture flashcards, saying ‘es un pepino’, etc., in different tones of voice with pupils repeating.
Use graded questioning: 1 ¿Es un pepino – sí o no? 2 ¿Es un pepino o una zanahoria? Es… 3 ¿Qué es? Es…
Use picture flashcards to play guessing game, where one picture is hidden, in response to: ¿Qué es?  Es un/una…

Show the ‘Las Verduras’ power point with sound, which shows the pictures first, which pupils repeat after teacher, before the words are revealed. On slide 8 draw pupils’ 
attention to un/una before they guess the meanings and the pictures are revealed.  Pupils then say the Spanish for the pictures – un/una… in slide 9.
Ask pupils to name one or more vegetables in Spanish.

Daily activity – pupils each say a different vegetable at registration.
