	Place word cards of the vegetables spaced out on the board and numbered.  Say, e.g. Es un champiñón, and pupils say the number.  Then say a number and pupils say the vegetable – Es un/una…
Model with a puppet: ¿Te gustan las zanahorias? Odio las zanahorias.  ¿Te gustan los guisantes? Me encantan los guisantes. Ask pupils what they heard instead of un/una before the noun, i.e.los/las. Ask named pupils the question with any of the vegetables, and encourage full replies.
Do a table group survey with each table given one of the picture flashcards. A named pupil writes the names of the pupils on their table and asks each one; ‘¿Te gustan…? with the reply ‘Me gustan/No me gustan..’ expected, and a tick or cross is put next to the name. Teacher asks a named pupil on each table about their allocated vegetable results: ¿A cuántos niños les gustan/no les gustan las zanahorias…?  Put results on the board under each vegetable title.
Ask pupils what they know about the life cycle of a bean, and discuss in English, then introduce the 6 key words – seed, etc. – with actions.
Say in order, then out of order.  Play ‘Simón dice’ (Simon says).

Daily activity – pupils each say ‘Me gustan los/las + vegetable’ at registration.

	‘z’ in ‘zanahoria’ pronounced like the ‘th’ in English word ‘thin’.
Definite article  in plural form  for masculine nouns is los and for feminine nouns las.
