	Pupils will be able to:
· learn the life cycle of a bean in Spanish sentence form in speaking and listening
· learn the life cycle of a bean in Spanish sentence form in reading
· write some nouns with the definite article correctly with support 

	1 Aquí tenemos una semilla.

	Revise the 6 key words from previous lesson by mouthing them silently and with pupils repeating aloud.  Say the words normally and pupils do actions.  Do the actions and pupils say the words.
Say the nouns in sentences with actions – in order first and then out of order, e.g. Aquí tenemos una semilla.  Ask pupils what ‘crece/crecen’ and ‘después…’mean.
Place the  picture flashcards of the life cycle around the room and ask pupils to stand by one.  Call a sentence out re the life cycle and pupils standing by that picture are out.  Continue the game until only one pupil is left standing.

Show power point ‘Cultivando unas cosas’ with sound, where pupils see the sentences in written form after they hear them.

Use the last slide to play a team game, where 2 team members go to the back of the class and turn their backs to class.  Another pupil goes to the board to point to one of the sentences.  When the other pupils turn around, the first to say the sentence that has been touched, gains a point.
Daily activity – during the week pupils colour and label the parts of a plant in Spanish for display – with the key words shown for support (from previous lesson).

	‘ai’ dipthong like the English word ‘eye’. When there is a written accent over the letter "i", the diphthong is ‘broken’ and the two vowels are pronounced separately, as in ‘raíz’ (rye-EETH).
3rd person singular (crece) and plural (crecen) are forms of the ‘er’ verb ‘crecer’
