· Learn some new nouns with the definite article from a well-known story
· know that nouns are either masculine or feminine in Spanish
· practise the definite article in singular form in a sentence

	Revise the life cycle of a bean by giving text cards of the 8 sentences to 8 pupils, and asking  them to come to the front to organise themselves in a line in the order of the sentences, either with teacher saying them in order or not saying them, depending on the ability of the pupils.  Time them.  Do the same with another 8 pupils, so that by the end all pupils have had a go.
Tell pupils they will be learning a well-known story in Spanish about a vegetable, and ask them to guess what it is. If no one guesses, give a clue by saying the title in Spanish – El nabo gigante – and use tone of voice/actions to help comprehension.
Introduce the main nouns with picture flashcards and repetition.  Ask why some nouns are el and some la (ie. masculine and feminine).

Use graded questioning 1 Es le perro. ¿Sí o no? 2 ¿Es el nieto ou la nieta? Es… 3) ¿Qué es? Es…

Play team picture flashcard game where pupils guess the card that has been removed from a bag in response to ‘¿Qué falta? (Es…).
Give each table group a set of picture and word flashcards and see which group matches them up the fastest.
Daily activity – during the week pupils say one of the new nouns in a sentence, e.g. Es el ratón.

	The soft ‘g’ before ‘i’ as in ‘gigante’  sounds like the ‘h’ in the word ‘hot’ (he/an/tay)
The definite articles – el and la – are used with the new nouns.
