	Revise nouns from previous lesson with ‘Duel’ team game. Ask 2 pupils to stand back to back.  Give each a picture flashcard of one of the key nouns from ‘El nabo gigante’ story.  They take 3 paces, with rest of class saying uno, dos, tres, and turn  around to face each other.  The first to say the other pupil’s picture in Spanish gains a point, e.g. Es el ratón.
Show  power point no.1 with sound of the story, reading each slide and asking questions to ensure pupil understanding.  Explain new vocabulary as you go along.
From slide 10 pupils can start to read, and ask if they can predict what the grandfather will say each time, as there is repetition, and pupils will be able to say those parts with/without support by the end of the power point.
Write headings on the board – nouns, adjectives, time phrases, verbs, connectives and put accompanying word cards in random order at the bottom of the board.  Play a team game where pupils are asked to place a card under the correct heading.
Daily activity – pupils say a word from last activity at registration and say what word category it belongs to.
