Spanish regular verbs
The verbs introduced in Year 3 Unit 3 Lesson 3 are regular "ar” verbs, which follow predictable patterns. For example, the infinitive form of the verb ‘to walk’ in Spanish is ‘caminar’.
Take off the -ar ending and add ‘o’ to create the first person singular form:
caminar - ar = camin + o = camino (I walk).
See chart below:

	(ellos/ellas) caminan
	They walk

	(ustedes) caminan
	You all (formal) walk


Grammar point: In Spanish, the personal pronoun (yo, tú, etc) is used only for emphasis.

It is not normally used in everyday speech. It is important that children learn to notice that it is the verb ending that indicates the subject of the verb.
