Uses of "¿Y tú?" and “¿Y a ti?" 

Literally – “And you?”

You can say this after you have made a statement about something and want to find out someone else’s answer to the statement.
1. Normally you use: "¿Y tú?"
Example:

Me llamo Marta.  ¿Y tú?

(My name is Marta.  And how about you?)

Tengo un gato.  ¿Y tú?

(I have a cat.  And do you?)             

2. “Y a ti?" is used the same way, but when you are talking about likes/dislikes:
Example:

Me gusta el rojo.  ¿Y a ti?

(I like red.  And what about you?)  

Me gusta nadar.  ¿Y a ti?

(I like swimming.  And do you?)

The reason for this is that although the verb “gustar” means “to like”, when used in a question or answer, it literally means “to be pleasing to”:
Example:
“Me gusta el rojo” literally means “Red is pleasing to me”.

“¿Y a ti?” then literally means “And to you?”
